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I.
Policy
The following categories of juveniles are eligible for Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) and Care Management Organization (CMO) services and programs:

A.
Juveniles (non-adjudicated) who are not older than 16 years and no younger than 7 years old, who engage in behavior(s) that may lead to out-of-home placement and entry into the formal juvenile justice system; as defined in Wayne County Ordinance 96-86 [Revised] 02-16-96, are eligible for services through a Youth Assistance Program (YAP) provider;

1. These cases will be referred to as “YAP” juveniles;

2. Juveniles enrolled with a CMO may participate in YAP services.

B. Adjudicated juveniles, less than 17 years of age, who have been placed on Probation by the Court; pursuant to 1939 PA 288, MCL 712A.2 and juveniles adjudicated for misdemeanor offenses by a District Court judge  assigned as a Circuit Court judge;

1.
These cases will be referred to as “Probation” juveniles.

This eligibility category includes “Delinquency Cases in District Court.”  Subject to a written Agreement between the Circuit and District Courts, a District judge is assigned as Circuit Court Family Division judge governing adjudication of misdemeanor offenses by juveniles (who are not in custody); pursuant to MCL 600.1517.

C. Adjudicated juveniles disposed by the Court to the Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services for care and supervision and are ages 12 through 18, including juveniles whose jurisdiction may be extended to age 21; pursuant to 1939 PA 280, MCL 400.55(h);

1.
These cases will be referred to as “Placed” or “Accepted” juveniles.

a. The offense for which the juvenile will be placed with CAFS must have occurred prior to the juvenile’s 17th birthday.

b. The CAFS Director must approve exceptions to the age requirement (i.e., below age 12).

D. Juveniles committed to the Family Independence Agency (FIA) under MCL 803.301(Youth Rehabilitation Services Act; PA 150) and FIA contracts with the Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services for the provision of juvenile justice services;


1.
These cases will be referred to as “Committed” juveniles.

E. Juveniles who are awaiting a hearing and are ordered detained by the Third Judicial Circuit are eligible for in-home detention services through a Care Management Organization.

1.
These cases will be referred to as “Pre-adjudicated” juveniles. 


F. Juveniles ages of seven through 17, who display minor delinquent behaviors, whom have no current legal status, and have a complaint or referral received and acknowledged by the 3rd Judicial Circuit Court, Family Division are eligible for preventive services through enrollment with a CMO.  

1.
These cases will be referred to as “AT-Risk” juveniles;

2. Juveniles in YAP programs are not eligible under this definition;

3. A juvenile that is 18 at the time of referral may receive services through an exception, approved the CAFS Division Manager.

II. Definitions
A. Eligible juvenile means: A Court Order (JC14, JC25, JC-57), evidence that a preliminary hearing was held (JC-10), or other written complaint (i.e., JC01), accepted or acknowledged by the Court, which constitutes a representation that a juvenile is at risk for out-of-home placement, is required in order to establish eligibility for services provided by the JAC, CMOs and other CAFS contractors.

III. Procedure
A. All eligible juveniles will have access to the Juvenile Assessment Center.

1. The scope and intensity of services will vary according to a 



juvenile’s legal category:

a.
At-Risk cases may be referred by local law enforcement, Courts, WCJDF, public schools and parents for assessment and referral to prevention, Youth Assistance, substance abuse treatment and access to Care Management Organization (CMO) services.  The scope of assessment will vary according to individual needs and risks.

b.
New Probation cases may be referred by the Probation Officer for assessment and access to prevention and CMO services.  The scope of assessment will vary according to individual needs and risks and recommendation of the Probation Officer.

i.
When authorized by a Jurist, a juvenile in pre-disposition status may be referred to the JAC, to assist in the evaluation of treatment options.

In order for juveniles adjudicated for a misdemeanor in a District Court to access JAC and CMO services, there must be a contract between the District Court and the CAFS. 

c.
Accepted cases will be assigned by the Court for comprehensive assessment and access to the full range of services in the CAFS system of care.
B. Case planning for each juvenile must carefully document environmental conditions and risks, that without prevention services, will result in the juvenile’s removal from home. Ongoing assessment of the juvenile’s health, safety and welfare is fundamental to the provision of in-home services. A CMO is expected to continually assess the juvenile’s living arrangement to insure that necessary protections are present.

CAFS policy establishes boundaries for resource utilization, according to a juvenile’s eligibility category.  Resource utilization standards (see Items 500.12 and 1200.1) per se do not mitigate the conditions or risks that could result in the juvenile’s removal from home.  Utilization policy structures access to treatment resources and targets the delivery of in-home care services to prevent removal from home (for all legal categories). Access to out-of-home placements becomes accessible as a juvenile’s legal status changes from at-risk, to probation and, finally, commitment or placement with the Department of Children and Family Services. A case management decision to remove a juvenile from home must be supported by the required judicial order.

1. In order to qualify a case for Title IV-E funding the case record must contain documentation that without intervention and prevention services the juvenile will be placed in out-of-home care.

Juveniles are eligible for services as outlined in the following grid:

This column refers to Shelter and Respite resources that are outside of a CMO provider network.  Accepted and committed cases that require respite or shelter must be accommodated within the CMO provider contractual network, unless an exception is authorized by the CAFS. 

a.

In order for Probation cases to access emergency respite with a CMO contracted provider, the PO must provide prior approval to the CMO.

(3)
In order to access CMO community based services, At-Risk  juveniles must meet Child Care Fund eligibility requirements, i.e., complaint acknowledged or accepted by the Court (refer to Item 1200.4).

                                 a.
While their behavior may continue to put them in danger for out-of-home placement, juveniles designated as At-Risk are not categorically eligible for out-of-home placements. In order to place these juveniles in out-of-home programs, a petition must be filed to change their legal status to “accepted”  (i.e., placed with DCFS) or “committed”.  
(4)
Effective 01/01/2001 FIA contracted with the CAFS for the provision of juvenile justice services for committed cases, as provided for in 1939 PA 280, Section 115b. (1) and 1974 PA 150, Section 4.(2)(4), for all juveniles committed to FIA under 1939 PA 288, MCL 712A.18(1)(e) or 1927 PA 175, MCL 769.1(3) or 1974 PA 150, MCL 801.302. FIA will also provide the CAFS, as represented by CMOs, with access to public Juvenile Justice Facilities.  See 402.4 for detailed procedures.  For case management, juvenile justice service delivery and policy applicability purposes, accepted and committed juveniles will be served in the same manner, except as otherwise noted in the JJSH.

(5)
Pre-adjudicated cases may access CMO in-home detention and shelter services while awaiting a hearing, subject to receipt of a court order.  Electronic Monitoring must be used for pre-disposition juveniles assigned to an In-Home detention CMT.  While awaiting a hearing, the juvenile/family may access JAC services and CMO community based interventions, subject to informed consent.

D. The case planning process for accepted and probation juveniles is described in Exhibits 500.2 A and B.
