Community Justice (WCDCJ)

I.
Placement With the County


A.
Risk Assessments
1. When recommending placement with the Department of Community Justice, the assigned Probation Officer (Intake or Probation) will complete the matrix.

2. If not assigned, the matrix will be completed by the Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC).

B.
Clinic Evaluations

1. When a Clinic evaluation has been completed prior to placement, the evaluation shall become part of the acceptance package given to the JAC.

2. When a Clinic evaluation has not been completed, or is more than six (6) months old, an evaluation will be performed by the JAC.

C. Juveniles Under Twelve

1. Juveniles  under  twelve (12)  may  be placed with

the county if out of home  placement is  necessary.

2. Juveniles  with  mental  health  concerns  shall be 

evaluated by the Clinic for Child Study, and placed

in a CMH facility, if hospitalization is necessary.   

D.
Reports to the Court

1. Progress Reviews

a. The plan of care shall be attached to the first Progress Review report. (See #20 on the JC-25 for the date).
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b. Reports shall be delivered to the court 48 hours prior to the Progress Review date.

2. Commitment Review Hearings (When Juveniles are Placed with the County)

a. Copies of psychological evaluations and other reports completed by the JAC or Care Management Organization (CMO) shall be made available to the Judge or Referee at the time of the hearing.

b. When requesting an increase or decrease in the security level of a juvenile’s placement, the CMO shall provide the following:

1) A report including:

· A risk re-assessment.

· The services and programs currently being utilized by, or offered to, the juvenile and the juvenile’s participation in those services or programs (including education, counseling and work programs).

· The juvenile’s willingness to accept responsibility for prior behavior.

· The juvenile’s behavior in the current placement.

· The juvenile’s efforts toward rehabilitation.

· The physical and mental maturity of the juvenile as they relate to the prior record and character of the juvenile.
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· The juvenile’s potential for violent conduct as demonstrated by prior behavior.

· A recommendation for the youth’s release or continued custody.

E.
For Juveniles Placed, the Order Shall Provide That:



1.
Electronic  Monitoring and Alcohol and Other  Drug

Screening,  Assessment, and  Treatment  (including

placement) are authorized.

2.   At the discretion of the Case Manager, a juvenile 

may be placed in a  secure detention facility for up to 3 days as a consequence of violating a condition of release (Referees’ cases only).



3.
Immediate apprehension and detention in a detention

facility is  authorized  for  a  violation  of  any




condition of release.

4.
For  juveniles  found  delinquent of Class III, IV or V offenses, the county is authorized  to de-escalate, regardless of security level, without a hearing (Referees’ cases only).

     F.
Violations of Conditions of Release (Progressive Sanctions)

1. If a juvenile violates any condition of release,  the CMO may detain a juvenile by filing a JC-01 with the Court.

2. The Preliminary Hearing shall be adjourned for three (3) days.

3. The juvenile shall be released on the 3rd day.

G.    Placement Changes without Court Hearing

1.
For juveniles found delinquent of Class III, IV or V offenses, the WCDCJ   is authorized to de-escalate without a Court hearing, regardless of security level (Referees’ cases only).
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2.
For juveniles found delinquent of Class I and II offenses, the WCDCJ is authorized to de-escalate without a court hearing if a Prosecutorial review does not indicate the need for a hearing (Referees’ cases only).

          3.
The WCDCJ  will  provide  notice to the Court  within  2  working  days of  any Security level  changes  and  transfers to FIA.

4. For juveniles found delinquent of Class IV or V offenses, the WCDCJ may escalate the juvenile’s placement one security level, from community based to low security, without a hearing when the juvenile and the parent/guardian have provided written consent (Referees’ cases only).

5. At the discretion of the Case Manager, a juvenile may be placed in an unlocked shelter/respite bed as a therapeutic intervention not to exceed fourteen (14) days (Referee’s cases only).

II. Referrals of Juveniles on Probation/Intensive Probation (IPU) to the County

A. Every juvenile placed on probation/IPU shall be referred to the JAC for AOD screening and AOD assessment as indicated. If the assessment indicates the need for treatment, the juvenile shall be referred for appropriate substance abuse treatment.

B.  The Probation Officer, as case manager, will have the discretion to refer juveniles to the JAC for AOD treatment, other assessments, and treatment service(s)
. (See Juvenile Assessment Center Referral Notice and WCDCJ Description of Services for Probation, Consent, and At Risk Cases.)

C. Probation Officers may refer to the DCJ for services for juveniles assigned to their caseload.

1. The PO completes a JAC Referral (see Attachment “A”).
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2. The PO can request only one CMO service. These services are not to exceed six months.

3. The PO sends completed JAC Referral along with necessary documentation to the JAC:

a. Social History (if completed)

b. JC-14, JC-01, or Printed AS400 (340) screen

c. Face Sheet

d. Available educational records

e. Available psychological records

f. Release of Information (CMH cases only)

4. The JAC will assign the case as appropriate within 24 hours.

5. The assigned caseworker from the service provider will conference the case with the referring PO within 48 hours of receiving case from the JAC. The service provider will not initiate services to the client until the case has been conferenced with the PO. If the PO has not heard from the caseworker within five (5) business days, they shall notify the JAC.

6. The service provider will initiate contact with the client within 2 business days of the conference with the PO.

7. The service provider will place the juvenile in the requested service track within 5 days of initiating contact with the juvenile. If the service provider is unable to contact the juvenile within two (2) weeks, the caseworker will notify the PO.

8. For cases assigned to a CMO, the caseworker will complete a Community Based Treatment Plan, and provide a copy to the PO within 30 days of case assignment.

9. The caseworker will complete an Updated Community Treatment Plan every 90 days, and provide a copy to the PO.
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10. The PO may request a Court report from the caseworker, with a 48 hour notice.

11. If a juvenile is in violation of his/her probation rules, the service provider caseworker shall contact the PO immediately.

12. The PO may file a violation of probation, issue a sanction, or request termination of services.

13. If requesting termination, the PO will give notice to the CMO in writing.

14. Upon termination of services, the service provider will complete a community based release plan, and forward it to the PO within five (5) business days.

III. Referrals of “at-risk” Juveniles to the Department of Community Justice for Services

A. “At-risk” shall be defined as juveniles who are displaying minor delinquent behaviors, but have no current legal status with the Court.

B. Juveniles may be referred to the Department of Community Justice for various services from a walk-in parent complaint, an informal caseload, an informal docket, or during a pre-dispositional phase.

1. The JAC “At Risk” Referral Notice Packet will be completed by the Probation Officer responsible for the case and shall include the following:

a) JAC “At Risk” Referral Notice.

b) A copy of the complaint (JC-01 or Parent Complaint).

c) Release forms (for referrals from a CMH Unit).

d) Any available information (i.e., social history, school records, etc.).

e) JAC/CMO Referral Outcome Data Sheet.

2. The referral packet shall be placed in the appropriate designated JAC pick-up (Intake—Rm. JC-348, Intensive Court Services—Rm. JC-403.
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3. A JAC staff person will pick up packets daily.

4. The JAC will forward the cases to the appropriate CMO or contracted service provider within one business day.

5. The CMO/contracted service provider will contact the referred juvenile/family within one business day of receiving the referral.

6. The CMO/contracted service provider will provide services as needed to the family.

7. Cases assigned to a Court Probation Officer (i.e., Intensive Status Offender Unit, Consent Probation) for ongoing supervision will be conferenced bi-weekly with the CMO/contracted service provider.

8. Upon completion of services, the CMO will complete a JAC/CMO Referral Outcome Data Sheet and return it to the Court (Intake—Rm. JC-348, Intensive Court Services—Rm. JC-403) within 10 business days of closing of the case.

C. Juveniles may also be referred to DCJ after the screening of a JC-01.

1. The PO/PO IV will screen the JC-01 in accordance with existing unit procedure.

2. If determined that the case will be referred to DCJ, the screener will prepare a packet which shall include the following:

a. JAC “At-Risk” Referral Notice.

b. JAC/CMO Referral Outcome Data Sheet

c. A copy of the JC-01.

3. The screener shall check the DCJ box on the case control form, make the entry on the 302 screen that logs the petition number and states “referral to DCJ for “At-Risk” services”, and forward the paperwork in accordance with unit procedure.

4. The packet shall be placed in the appropriate designated JAC pick-up (Intake—Rm. 348, Intensive Court Services—Rm. 403).

5. A JAC staff person will pick up packets daily.

6. The JAC will forward the cases to the appropriate CMO or contracted service provider within one business day.

7. The CMO/contracted service provider will contact the referred juvenile/family within one business day of receiving the referral.

8. The CMO/contracted service provider will provide services as needed to the family.

9. Upon completion of services, the CMO will complete a JAC/CMO Referral Outcome Data Sheet (see attachment D) and return it to the Court (Intake—Rm. 348, Intensive Court Services—Rm. 403) within 10 business days of closing the case.

IV. Referrals to the Court from Youth Assistance Programs or S.A.F.E.T.Y. Programs

In cases where a local Police Department refers directly to their local Youth Assistance Programs (YAP) or S.A.F.E.T.Y. Program without filing a JC-01 with the Court, the YAP or S.A.F.E.T.Y. Program may complete an “At-Risk” Juvenile Complaint Form, and a Case Control Form (MJC 903) and forward it to the Court for entry only.

A. The County Clerk (Case Initiation Unit) will enter the case information and indicate that the case was diverted to a YAP, and retain the complaint in accordance with the Court’s Informal Docket Retention Schedule.

B. If a complaint is received on a juvenile who has a current status with the Court (i.e., Probation, IPU, Placement with the County) the complaint will be entered and forwarded to the supervising unit.

C. The supervising PO may contact the YAP or S.A.F.E.T.Y. Program for additional information regarding the complaint.
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V. Referrals to the Court from CMOs.

If a CMO directs an “at-risk” juvenile/family to the Court for services, the family will be seen in accordance with established walk-in parent complaint procedures.

A. The family will bring a verification letter from the CMO that indicates they were directed to the Court from a CMO.

B. The family will register with the Clinic in Room JC-118 (Main Office) or at the Branch Office on a scheduled walk-in parent complaint day.

C. The family will be assessed by the Status Offender Unit, in accordance with CMH guidelines.

D. The Status Offender Clinical Probation Officer will refer the juvenile/family to services as appropriate, which may include referring the client back to the CMO.

VI. Termination of Wardship

A. Termination of wardship is automatic when a juvenile reaches the age at which wardship must be terminated unless the Court has extended jurisdiction.

B. Termination of wardship prior to the jurisdictional ages (see A, above) shall be requested of and granted by the Court.

C. Wardship may be terminated at the Progress Review. If this occurs, a Supplemental Order After Review Hearing, (form JC-57), in addition to the Progress Review Report, shall be entered, terminating wardship.

D. Wardship may be terminated at a Writ Hearing. A JC-57 shall be entered.

E. A request for Administrative Termination of Wardship may be submitted to the Chief Referee on a Request and Order to Terminate Court Jurisdiction (form JC-36) when the following circumstances exist:

1. A juvenile deceased (death certificate is attached);
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2. Automatic termination of wardship has occurred or will occur in the next 90 days due to age;

3. In Referee cases, a juvenile was:

· placed/committed on a status offense;

· is not on a Writ;

· is seventeen years old.

� Juveniles and their families may seek comparable services, as eligible or as preferred.
