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I.
Policy

A. All formal communications regarding policy, rules, standards, practices, etc will occur between the Third Judicial Circuit Court and Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services.

B. The JAC and CMOs are expected to work closely with the Court on matters pertaining to individual juveniles that the Court has assigned to CAFS for supervision and services.  The CMO must immediately notify the Court in proper written format of any material change in the juvenile’s status (i.e., escape, serious injury, death, etc.).
C. The JAC has been designated by the Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services (CAFS) as the recognized intake to the Court for the delivery of Court Orders and day-to-day operational business.  CMOs and Providers should process all Court related documents through the JAC.

D. The JAC and CMOs are expected to adhere to terms, conditions and other requirements specified in individual Court Orders.

III. Procedures
A.
Monitoring of Court Orders

1. The JAC is responsible for monitoring and documenting the receipt of all Court Orders. The JAC shall maintain a perpetual log.

2. The JAC shall review new Disposition Orders (JC-14 for Probation and JC-25 for Commitment) for adherence to specific agreements with the Court and CAFS policy.  This will include:
a. Authorization of drug screens, tether, Spot Check and respite

b. Discretion for CAFS to determine placements based on assessed needs. Orders that require specific placements and services will be brought to the attention of CAFS. 

The JAC will provide a monthly report to CAFS that documents new cases and whether or not the case meets or is deficient as to the above requirements.

3. When the JC-25 Disposition Order from the Family Division requires a specific residential placement, the JAC Court Specialist will immediately inform the Court’s Director of Strategic Planning and Compliance that such wording jeopardizes Title IV-E eligibility for the ward.

a.
Only the Court can amend an order.

B.
Request and Order for Review of Referee Recommendation
1.
In those instances where CAFS or the CMO have cause to disagree with the order of a Referee, Court rule allows for the filing of a request for review of the Referee’s recommended findings and conclusions (MCR 5.991(B).
2.
The request must be filed on a JC-42 within seven days from the date of disposition.  This means that the CMO must immediately review each order that is received to assess agreement or disagreement.

3.
In those instances where the CMO believes that a different services plan is more appropriate the CMO may file a, “Request and Order for Review of Referee Recommendation” form with the Court. The CMO must state the grounds for review on the form.  The CMO must deliver the form to the Court within the seven day timeframe. 
4.
The review will be conducted by a Judge.

5.
Whenever the CMO contemplates filing a JC-42 for review, CAFS must be immediately notified.
C.
Processing Formal Documents to the Court shall occur in the following manner:

1. When the CMO Case Manager wishes to change the plan of a juvenile with the Court, they must complete the petition and Ready for Trial form (see Item 401.0).

2.
The petition and Ready for Trial form are delivered or faxed to the Court JAC for processing to the Court’s Case Initiation Unit.  

3.
The JAC will also be the conduit for all related documents requested by the Court (i.e. Updated Treatment Plans of Care, etc.).

4.
Progress reports on a juvenile’s adjustment (i.e., Updated Treatment Plans of Care, Updated Treatment Plan) should be sent to the JAC, to be processed to the Jurist.
