A.
Progress Review Hearings for juveniles in Probation 1/1.5 and 



Probation 2 status are to:


1.
Assess appropriateness of planning, provider choices, treatment services, individual programing being offered to a juvenile.


2.
Determine the juvenile’s effort, progress and participation in the treatment services and program.


3.
Approve release from an institution/facility, de-escalation to a lower level of care or community and or case termination and to determine the level of progress achieved during placement. (MCL 712A.18C(4).

4. 
Assure that all Child Care Fund requirements are met quarterly (2020 Child Care Fund ) for staffing ratios, non-scheduled payments contacts and documentation.

5. 
Refine and adjust plan per Court feedback and direction. 

B. Progress review hearings shall occur no later than 182 days (6 months) after the date of adjudication and assignment to a CMO and semi-annually thereafter as long as the youth remains enrolled with a CMO.  [MCR 3.945(A)(2)(b) and MCL 712A.24] or, as otherwise specified by Court Order, which may be monthly, bimonthly, quarterly, etc. per a Jurist determination.
1. Progress reviews may be scheduled more frequently by individual Jurists. (In Wayne County most adjudicated juvenile youth reviews are quarterly.)
C. A Care Management Organization will be responsible for timely submission of Progress Review reports and representing such reports in Court hearings.  One report shall be delivered to the Court JAC and one to the Court Assignment desk to allow for processing to the Court four business days prior to the Progress Review date.  

1. Some Jurists may require that the Case Manager provide a copy of the progress report directly to their courtroom.

2. Progress Reviews and other Court reports must be completed by the CMO on the Juvenile Agency Information System (JAIS) prior to submission for the hearing.      

D. Whenever a hearing is scheduled to conduct a progress review the juvenile and the CMO Case Manager must attend and present testimony.

1.
The Court may elect to conduct “paper” reviews for juveniles in Post-Care community placements.

E.
Requirements of the Adoption Safe Families Act (ASFA) are addressed at an Administrative Review Hearing (ARH).  AFSA requirements may only be met in a face-to-face hearing, which may include video conferencing (not a paper review).  ASFA requires hearings every six months for a juvenile in out-of-home placement.

1.
The Administrative Review Hearing also satisfies the Progress Review Hearing requirements.

III. Procedures
A. The date of a scheduled progress review may be ascertained from the following sources:

1. JC-14 or JC-25  - Order of Disposition;

2. JC-57 – Supplemental Order of Disposition Following Review Hearing.

The CMO is responsible for insuring that the date of the progress 



review is known and is recorded in the juvenile’s record on JAIS.

B. The CMO is responsible for completion the Court Report and for recording it on JAIS.  The report will conform to the format provided in Exhibit 409.1-A or  409.1B must  address the following elements:

1. Section  I: Type of Report

The Court Report can be used for a variety of hearing types. In Section I place a check next to the option that best describes the purpose of the upcoming hearing.

2.
Section II: Identifying Information

Enter all required case identification information required in Section II. Do not leave any fields blank.
3.
Section III: Youth Status Updates: check boxes relevant to youth 
current status and reporting time period. Include all matters related to 
critical incidents and sentinel incident events during this quarter in this 
section. (see 1000.3 and 1000.3D JJ policy)
4.
Section IV: Check boxes for specific services provided to youth during 
reporting period.  This section should be used to document participation 
in (“P”) or completion (“C”) of a particular service. In the event that a 
service was not completed or participated in by the juvenile, leave the 
boxes blank.

5.
Section V: Progress with Terms of Commitment, Permanency Planning and Status of Restitution Narrative.
a. Using the questions in the section, answer each question via a brief summary. 
b. Presenting Problem - Provide a brief summary of the juvenile’s behavior(s), current risk assessment status, risks and needs that resulted in adjudication and legal status (i.e. substance abuse, school attendance, violation of probation, etc.).

c. Progress with Court Requirements – Identify items in the youth’s Court Order for service and conditions expectations.  Illustrate the juvenile’s progress with these terms must be described in this section.
d. Current Placement Status - Description of “Current Treatment Status: Describe the juvenile’s willingness to accept responsibility for convicted offense/s, prior behavior and participation treatment goals and rehabilitation. There must be a clear statement about the juvenile’s current living arrangement (i.e. parents, mother, father, SIL, Starr Commonwealth, etc.) and the progress the youth is making or the evidence of a lack of progress.

Subject to the juvenile’s current living arrangement:

i
Where a youth is living in the community on Probation 1, what specific services have been provided to prevent a youth’s removal from home?  

ii.
If a juvenile is in out-of-home placement, what specific services have been provided to the family to facilitate reunification?  

iii.
Once a juvenile is released from out-of-home care, what is the reintegration plan and living arrangement?


There must be a brief statement that presents an assessment of progress on defined treatment objectives.  There must be an assessment of the following objectives for every juvenile:

i.
Name of school.  If not enrolled in school, the reason why must be specified.  There must be a statement of academic progress (i.e. grade level improvement in reading, math, etc.).

i. There must be a statement about the use of illicit substances.  If a juvenile does not have a substance abuse problem this must be stated.

ii. Specify if the juvenile is participating in a specialty treatment program (i.e. sex offender, substance abuse, and mental health) and note progress.

iii. Define treatment services provided by the CMO.

iv. If the current Court Order includes specific requirements, the Court Report must include an up-to-date statement on the CMO’s compliance with those mandates.

e. Restitution - Review the Court Order for restitution requirements. Where required, provide a description of the status of Victims rights and restitution. 
f. Rehabilitation - The most serious adjudicated offense must be specified and the juvenile’s offense history should be briefly summarized.  If a juvenile has a pattern of assault offenses, this history must be clearly stated in the Court Report.  Any new adjudication offenses subsequent to commitment must be specified.
g. Risk Assessment - Indicate most recent risk reassessment level (low, moderate, high) and compare progress to initial risk level (upon  adjudication ).
h. Reintegration/Permanency Planning – Provide facts that are necessary for court to render “reasonable efforts” finding for permanency planning. In this space the CMO must not write “reasonable efforts were provided.”  Reasonable Efforts is a judicial finding, not a case work service.

i. Based on the Facts Presented Above, CMO Recommends – In this section select the recommendation that is best supported by the facts presented in a. – g. above. The recommendation selected must be supported by and in alignment with factual information contained the Court Report.  The Court Report must include a recommendation for continued placement, de-escalation to non-secure (from secure placement, post-care (community reintegration following residential placement), escalation in level of care or wardship termination. Select only one recommendation – do not check more than one box.
j. Signatures - Prior to submission of the report, the CMO Case Manager and a supervisor/manager must sign the Court Report.

a. The Court Report must be reviewed with and signed by the juvenile and parent/guardian prior to submission to the court.


b. In the event that the option to sign the report is rejected by either the juvenile or parent, that refusal must be indicated in the report. Do not leave the signature space blank.


C.
Court Report Format and Other Reporting Elements
1.
The format in Exhibit 409.1-A and 409.1 B are the only authorized format for Progress Review and Administrative Review reports to the Court.
2.
 If applicable, specify that the juvenile was committed under a “discretionary waiver” (see 401.14) or as a “designated” (see 401.15) case (in Section IV of the Court Report).  If either proceeding applies to the case, the Court Report must state that the juvenile has been advised that he could be imprisoned in an adult facility if he/she is convicted for a new crime and/or does not achieve rehabilitation standards defined in the statutes.

3.
A Progress Review Report should be succinct and not exceed two typed pages.  
D.
The following documents may be attached to the Court Report: 
1. Updated Treatment Plan of Care (which must include an up-to-date Needs and Risk Reassessment)
2. Other Provider reports, which the CMO deems applicable
3. The Initial Treatment Plan of Care and  adjudicated youth Assessment reports (Dispositional Reports (social history, psychological, etc.) must be attached to the first Progress Review Report submitted to the Court
E.
A CMO report filed with the Court shall be accessible to all parties to the action and shall be offered into evidence.  Court Reports and assessment findings should be based on measurable and factual information about the juvenile’s progress, as defined in the juvenile’s Treatment Plan of Care and assessed in subsequent Updated Treatment Plans of Care.  The CMO must insure that services actually delivered to the juvenile/family, agree with those specified in the juvenile’s Court Order.
  

F. When the CMO can factually document that the juvenile has met disenrollment criteria, the Court Report may be used to ask the Court to conduct a termination hearing. A JC-36 must be attached to the Court Report. 
1.
Such hearings may be requested at any time before the juvenile becomes 19 years of age (21 for extendible cases).  
2.
A CMO’s decision to petition for a juvenile’s wardship termination must be guided by the criteria defined in Item 700.16, “Termination of CMO Enrollment” and the procedural requirements in Item 401.11 (“Discharges, Releases and Death Reporting”).  In some instances a face-to-face hearing may not be required for termination.
