REASONABLE EFFORTS/REINTEGRATION/PERMANENCY PLAN: During the report period, John remained in placement, as his treatment issues have not been resolved.  Upon release from placement, the reintegration plan is for John to attend the SafeNet program for counseling services, and be provided with intensive family counseling and reintegration services through (CMO).  The permanency plan is for John to reside with his mother in the community.  If the request is granted, it is recommended that the Court will include the following language on the Order; sex-offender counseling, substance abuse services, and tether.

PRESENTING PROBLEM: John Smith was committed to the Department of Children and Family Services on 8/12/00 for CSC IV.  John was ordered to be placed in a sex-offender treatment program.  He is under the supervision of _____________ CMO. 

RESTITUTION & VICTIM’S NOTIFICATION: Restitution was not ordered in this case, however, a Victim’s Notification is requested at the time of John’s release to the community.  The Case Manager will notify the victim in writing as soon as the de-escalation is approved. 

CURRENT TREATMENT STATUS: John was placed at Boysville Sex-Offender Treatment Program on 01/04/01 and is reportedly doing very well.  He has completed seven stages of the sex-offender treatment cycle including victim empathy and relapse prevention.  John is currently on the last phase of the program.  Academically, John successfully completed two GED exams and is scheduled to take the last exam at the end of this month.  Ms. Smith has been cooperative with John’s treatment and has attended most of the family sessions as required.  

The aftercare plan for John is to attend the SafeNet program for counseling, enroll in a trade school, obtain employment, and follow the conditions of placement.  Upon release, John will also be placed on a tether to support his reintegration into the community. (CMO) will also provide reintegration and intensive family services until John’s 19th birthday.  Ms. Smith is in agreement with the aftercare plan and states she will help ensure that John adheres to the rules.  

RISK ASSESSMENT: John was initially assessed at moderate-risk level.  His subsequent risk reassessment been decreasing to a low-risk level.  John’s current reassessment remains at a low risk level.

RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that John Smith be de-escalated to community based in the care of his mother.
