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I. Policy
A. Escape or attempted escape from a County juvenile facility or DHS operated or a contracted residential facility or from the custody of an employee of that facility is a felony. 
1.
The juvenile must be in placement for either a felony or misdemeanor offense. 
2.
If the escape is from a County or DHS operated medium or high security facility or a contracted high security facility, the escape may be waived to the Criminal Division at the discretion of the local County prosecutor.

B.
CMO reporting requirements see Policy Items 407.3 – CMO-WEB Reporting Requirements, and Policy Item 700.7 - Escape Reporting.
C.
When a juvenile does not appear for a scheduled hearing, an Order to Apprehend (Writ) may be issued by the Court.  
D. On the date the juvenile escaped, the CMO must enter an escape Care Management Track (CMT) on JAIS.
II. Definitions
A. “Escape” means to leave without lawful authority, fail to return to custody when required, or when a juvenile’s whereabouts can not be accounted for, for any time period.  The definition of escape applies to all security levels.

B.
Warrant Enforcement Bureau (WEB): WEB is a unit of the Wayne County Department of Community Justice.  WEB is staffed by Wayne County Sheriff Deputies and charged with the apprehension of offenders who have violated a Court Order.  In general, apprehension efforts are limited to the County of Wayne.

III. Procedure
A. Escape from Residential Placement:

The CMO must promulgate policy that includes a working definition of “escape” from residential placement.  CMO escape policy must address:

1. Leaving the boundaries of a residential facility;

2. “Hiding Out” within the boundaries of a residential facility;

3. Leaving while on an off-campus activity;

4. Leaving while on authorized home visits;

5. The responsibilities of residential contractors to report escapes to WEB and the CMO, as defined in this policy.

B.
Escape from Community Based:

The CMO must promulgate policy that includes a working definition of “escape” from community based services.  CMO escape policy must address:

1. Circumstances for declaring that a juvenile is on escape status.  Examples may include:  absence(s) from school, missed appointment(s) with the Case Manager, missed curfews, absence(s) from work, etc.

2. When a CMO is unable to physically locate or contact a juvenile for three consecutive days, the juvenile must be placed on escape status and the reporting procedures defined in Policy Item 700.7 must be initiated.   
C.
When a juvenile is determined to be on escape status, the CMO will:
1. Within one business day of reporting an escape to WEB, the CMO must file a petition for a Writ of Apprehension with the Court.  The CMO must complete the following documents:

a. Order to Take/Place Into Temporary Custody (JC-05) - original plus four copies;

b. Case Control Form (MJC-903)-original;

c. Petition (JC-04)-original and two copies;

d. Ready for Trial (MJC-920)-original.

2.
All documents are taken to the Court JAC by the CMO to process through the County Clerk - Case Initiation Unit and the Terminal Agency Coordinator for Law Enforcement Information Network (LEIN) entry and authorization.  The JAC will be provided with a copy of the authorized Writ for distribution to the CMO and WEB.

D.
At the time of apprehension, the juvenile will be detained in the Wayne County Juvenile Detention Facility (WCJDF).  
1.
A Writ Hearing shall be held within 24 hours of the juvenile’s admission.
E. For Criminal Division cases, when the juvenile has escaped the CMO must take the following steps at the time  of the escape:

1. Completes an “Unauthorized Leave Notification”;

2. Complete the top portion of the “Petition and Bench Warrant” (MC229 -Exhibit 401.13-B).  
a.
Types “Juvenile Case” “under” PETITION and Bench Warrant at Top of form;

3. Delivers both the completed “Unauthorized Leave Notification” and “Petition and Bench Warrant” to the Court for the Judge’s signature on the MC-229.

4. The Courtroom clerk will forward the Petition and Bench Warrant” and the “Unauthorized Leave Notification” to the Wayne County Sheriff’s Department;

5. The Wayne County Sheriff’s Court Services Division, “Absconder Unit”, and begins an active search for the escaped juvenile;

6. The CMO must maintain contact with the juvenile’s family and/or others who may know of their whereabouts and/or be able to assist in locating him/her;

7. If the CMO locates the juvenile, the “Absconders Unit” shall be contacted for assistance in his/her apprehension.  Contact should be made to (313) 494-3215 or (313) 494-3230;

8. If the juvenile is apprehended by the police on the escape violation or on another charge, he/she will be transported to detention;

9. The CMO must ensure that the Court has been notified to arrange the date for arraignment on the violation of probation “Bench Warrant”;

10. The CMO makes arrangements for transporting the juvenile to the arraignment and subsequent hearings;

11. The CMO will serve the juvenile with a copy of the Bench Warrant prior to the arraignment;

12. A formal violation of probation hearing date may be scheduled at the arraignment.  The CMO will need to provide necessary progress reports, in triplicate to the Court at least ten (10) working days prior to that scheduled date for distribution to the Court.  Courtroom will forward copies of all report materials to the Prosecutor and juvenile’s attorney;

13. The CMO will also notify the juvenile and their family, and any relevant witnesses of the violation of probation hearing date and any subsequent hearing date, if scheduled;

14. The CMO notifies WEB and any other party who received copies of the “Unauthorized Leave Notification” when the juvenile is apprehended.

F.
Writ expiration dates for Family Division cases:

1. Status charges:  Juvenile’s 17th birthday;

2. Delinquency charges:  Juvenile’s 19th birthday;

3. Extendable offenses for P.A. 150 Wards: Juvenile’s 21st birthday.

H.
Canceling Writs for juvenile who have been returned to placement is accomplished in the following manner:

1. CMO completes the Notice of Cancellation of Writ of Apprehension (MJC 434 -Exhibit 401.13-C) as follows:

a. Name and birthday of the juvenile;

b. The Court case number and petition number from the upper right hand corner of the JC04;

c. Sign and date on caseworker line.

2. Fax MJC 434 to the JAC for delivery to Court Intake at room JC-348.

3. Note: The Court’s 24 hour staff are responsible for completing the MJC 434 for juvenile admitted to WCJDF with outstanding Writs.

4. When a juvenile is taken into custody at WCJDF, the Court JAC will be notified of the admission by the Court or JDF.  The JAC will then immediately notify the CMO.
