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I. Policy
A. A Circuit Court and a District Court may enter into an Agreement governing adjudication of cases involving misdemeanor offenses by juveniles, who are not in custody, by a District judge assigned as a Circuit Court Family Division judge.  This is referred to as “Delinquency Cases in District Court” (DCDC);  MCL 600.1517.  DCDC are processed in accordance with statutes, court rules, and Circuit Court Policies.  Implementation of DCDC is subject to:

1. Joint Local Administrative Order;

2. Agreement;

3. Plan (case types, eligibility, record management, etc.).

B. The District Court must enter into a contract with the CAFS.  Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) and Care Management Organization (CMO) services will then be available for juveniles placed on Probation at the District Court.  District Court Probationers have access to all available services within the system of care, except ongoing out-of-home placement (see Policy Item 100.3).

C. A juvenile in pre-disposition or “at risk” status may be referred to the JAC and CMOs (see Item 500.3).  In these cases, a complaint, received and acknowledged by the District Court (i.e., JC 01), must be attached to the Referral Notice, in order for the JAC to accept and process the referral.

II. Definitions
A. Care Management Organization (CMO):  A Wayne County contract agency that is the primary responsible entity for the provision of covered services to a youth and their family.

B. Care Management Track (CMT):  Refers to the level of care, intensity and cost of services for a juvenile and family, based on assessment findings and disposition of the Court.

C. Delinquency Cases in District Court (DCDC): Refers to a District Court which has been authorized for adjudication of cases involving misdemeanor offenses by juveniles, who are not in custody, by a District judge assigned as Circuit Court Family Division judge.

D. Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC): A Wayne County contract agency which performs comprehensive assessment services and is responsible for providing a single-point-of entry as the gateway into juvenile services for eligible youth and their families.

III. Procedure
A. Eligibility

1. Juveniles defined as misdemeanor offenders, under the jurisdiction of a District Court with a DCDC Agreement, who are not in custody, are eligible for community based services administered or funded by the Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services.

2. Other at risk juveniles, who meet Child Care Fund (CCF) eligibility requirements, may also be referred to the JAC and CMO for services.  A written complaint received and accepted by the Court, which constitutes a representation that the juvenile is at risk of being removed from the home, is required to establish CCF eligibility.

a. In the absence of a specific Court order for services, the parents and youth must sign an agreement to receive in-home services (see Item 700.17).

3.
In order to access services administered or funded by the CAFS, there must be an valid contract between the District Court and CAFS.

B.
The Probation Officer will refer cases to the JAC for assessment and  access to community based services.

1.
Programs and services administered or funded by the Department of Children and Family Services may only be accessed through the JAC.

2.
A referral to the JAC is initiated by submitting a “JAC Referral Notice” directly to the Juvenile Assessment Center.   When a juvenile is referred to the JAC, the following documents should be provided by the PO to the JAC:

a. Order of Disposition (JC 14);

i. If a JC 14 is not available, a JC 01 (Complaint) must be provided in order for the JAC to accept a referral.

b. Available Educational Records; Any IEPC’s;

c. Available Social History;

d. Available Psychological Reports;

e. Available Previous AOD and/or Substance Abuse Assessment(s);

f. Available Record of Any Previous Community Treatment Interventions.

C.
Authorized Assessment Services

1.
Juveniles referred for services provided by a Care Management Organization will receive an assessment from the JAC (see Items 500.2-F and 500.11 for a description of assessment protocols).  The minimum assessment will consist of the following protocols:

a. Triage Assessment;

i. Child and Adolescent Needs and Strengths (CANS)

ii. Brief Family Assessment

iii. Social and Behavioral Assessment

iv. Risk Index (Under Development)

b.
Abridged Clinical Battery;

c.
Alcohol/Other Drug (AOD) Testing/Screening;

d. Alcohol/Other Drug Assessments (ADAD);

e. Child and Adolescent Functional Assessment Scale (CAFAS).

2. The PO may also request that the JAC complete academic testing.

3. The PO may request that the JAC complete other assessment protocols, as defined in CAFS policy Item 500.11.

D.
Authorized Community Based Services

Eligible juveniles will have access to the following services (refer to Item 600.6 for a description of each service or intervention):

1.
Voice Verification;

3. Electronic Monitoring;

4. In-Home Detention;

5. Substance Abuse Counseling;

6. Youth Assistance Program;

7. Day Treatment;

8. Intensive Family Services;

9. Progressive Sanctions.

E.
Treatment Referral for District Court Probationers Testing Positive for AOD: 

1. If a juvenile tests positive for AOD and assessment (ADAD) indicates a need for substance abuse treatment, the CMO will provide or arrange for treatment services.  AOD screening, assessment findings and treatment services will be reported in writing to the PO.

2. The CMO is responsible for arranging services, ensuring that the juvenile attends scheduled appointments and participates in required services.

F.
Referral Processing

1. Within one calendar day of receiving a referral, the JAC Court Specialist will contact the Probation Officer/Court Worker to confirm the referral.

2. The Court Specialist will transmit a Referral Packet to the JAC Intake Specialist, within one business day:

a.
Court order (JC 14);

b.
JAIS Face Sheet;

c.
JAIS Intake Record;

d.
Copies of other documents provided by the PO;

3. The JAC Intake Specialist will arrange for the completion of assessment services.

4. The JAC Intake Specialist is responsible for completing an “Assessment and Assignment Packet” (see Item 500.5 for content requirements).  This packet must be completed within 14 calendar days from the date of assignment to the JAC.

5. Upon completion of the “Assessment and Assignment Packet”, the Intake Specialist contacts the assigned Care Management Organization (CMO) and Probation Officer (PO) to schedule a case conference to present assessment findings and give the Packet to the CMO. The “Receipt of Assessment Packet” form (Exhibit 500.5-A) is signed and dated.  A copy is given to the Care Management Organization (CMO) and the original is placed into the juvenile’s Referral Packet.

G.
Community Based Treatment Plan

1.
The CMO Case Manager uses assessment information for community supervision planning and retains case  responsibility for selection of a Care Management Track and approving the use of intervention services available in the CMO network.

2.
Within 30 calendar days of case acceptance by the JAC, the CMO will complete a “Community Based Treatment Plan,” as defined in CAFS policy Item 600.4.

H.
Services Utilization Criteria

1. Services are provided within a “Care Management Track” (CMT) structure. Services for eligible juveniles, within the DCDC Agreement, may be utilized as follows:  

a. Community-based, in-home care services may be provided for a period not to exceed six calendar months.

b. Duration of an intensive, community supervision CMT shall be restricted to three months.  Exception for continuation of intensive supervision beyond the initial three-month period, may be authorized on a month-to-month basis, subject to utilization review and authorization by the JAC.  Intensive services may not be authorized beyond six months.

c. Out-of-home CMTs are not authorized.

2.
Respite and emergency shelter may be authorized on an exception basis, subject to the approval of the District Court and the CAFS/JSD Manager.

3. The elements defined for each community-based service are pre-authorized within the capitation rate for the assigned Care Management Track.  Rate capitation fixes the content, length and intensity of services.  The community-based service establishes the modality the contractor is required to provide, within a set time-period (i.e. 3 or 6 months).  Once a youth is assigned to a CMT, per the ITP, the plan and length of treatment should be followed.  

a.
Any subsequent adjustments to the intensity and length of a CMT will be subject to the mutual agreement of the CMO and PO.

I.
Care Management 

1.
Care Management Organizations will provide comprehensive care management services to assigned juveniles.  Care management is the process through which the CMO assesses, coordinates, provides and/or contracts for the provision of necessary services and resources to fulfill a juvenile’s treatment plan. Subject to the policies and procedures of the Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services, the CMO is responsible for development and implementation of a juvenile’s community based treatment plan.

2.
The CMO will record required information on the Juvenile Agency Information System for enrolled juveniles.

J.
District Court Responsibilities

The District Court is responsible for the following:

1.
Provision of case management through Probation Services;

2. Initiation of a referral to the JAC;

3.
Provision of basic and required information, documentation and probation reports to the JAC;

4.
Participation in an initial case conference to develop a juvenile’s community based treatment plan;

6. All Court related responsibilities.

K.
Reporting

1.
The CMO, at the request of the PO, may provide the District Court with copies of a juvenile’s treatment plan, progress reports, disenrollment summary, and other recommendations.

2.
The District Court will provide the CAFS with periodic reports, which will included the following:


a.
Number of youth served;

b. Number of families served:

c. Number of program drop outs;

d. Outcome data on successful and unsuccessful program completions;

e. Child Care Fund reporting elements, as specified on form FIA-4472.
