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I. Policy
A.
The CMO is responsible for reporting arrests and new criminal charges lodged against enrolled juveniles to WEB and DCJ (see Item 407.3).    This shall occur within one business day of the CMO becoming aware of the arrest. 

B. A standardized instrument will guide replacement planning for enrolled juveniles who are adjudicated for a new offense.  Whenever the CMO contemplates recommending placement escalation for adjudication on a new offense, a “Security Level Matrix for Adjudicated Re-Offenders” (see Item 800.6) must be completed and presented to the Court.  The Court may, at its discretion, incorporate the recommended security level in its “Order of Disposition” or issue a different placement decision.

C. When an enrolled juvenile (14 to 16 years old) has been arrested and waived to the Third Circuit Court-Criminal Division on a life offense, the CMO may be responsible for preparation of Pre-Sentence Investigation Report (see Item 401.14). The CMO may also be responsible for the provision of testimony.

D. An enrolled juvenile convicted for a new felony offense will cause the assessment of a liquidated damage to a CMO (see Item 1000.9).

II. Definitions

III. Procedure
A. At the time the CMO becomes aware that an enrolled juvenile has been arrested, they shall provide notification to the WEB Unit within one business day.  This notice is entered on the “WEB Notification Report” (Exhibit 407.2-A) and Faxed to WEB at (313) 297-5240, with a copy faxed to the DCJ Program Manager.  The “WEB Notification Report” is also a data entry screen.  The CMO must enter the reported information on the Juvenile Agency Information System (JAIS), refer to Policy Series 900.

B.
Prior to and in anticipated of adjudication of a new offense for an enrolled juvenile, the CMO will be responsible for ensuring that a “Security Matrix for Adjudicated Re-Offenders” (see Exhibit 800.6-A) will be completed and presented to the Court at the dispositional hearing, following adjudication for a new offense.

1.
A Risk Reassessment Report (Residential or Community Placement) is not used to guide placement planning for juveniles adjudicated on a new offense.

C.
The CMO role in waiver cases (see Item 401.14) occurs in connection with the dispositional or sentencing hearing.  When a juvenile is found guilty of an offense allowing for a juvenile sentence, the Court will make a referral to FIA for a “Pre-Sentence Investigation (PSI) report. 

1. The FIA Intake Unit receives the referral from the Circuit Court’s Criminal Division.  Unless the referral is active with an FIA worker, an FIA 3600 is completed by FIA and forwarded to the JAC along with the referral. 

2. If the juvenile is active with a CMO, the JAC will direct the referral and FIA 3600 to the CMO, which is responsible for the completion of the PSI.  If there is no active case, the JAC Court Specialist is responsible.

3. The judge will have latitude to sentence the juvenile to the juvenile or adult systems.  The CMO shall complete the PSI using the format found in Exhibit 401.14-C. The Court’s decision is based on the following criteria:

a.
Seriousness of the alleged offense in terms of community protection, including, but not limited to, the existence of any aggravating factors recognized by sentencing guidelines, the use of a firearm or other dangerous weapon, and the impact on any victim.

b.
The culpability of the juvenile in committing the alleged offense, including, but not limited to, the level of the juvenile’s participation in planning and carrying out the offense and the existence of any aggravation or mitigating factors recognized by sentencing guidelines.

c.
The juvenile’s prior record of delinquency including, but not limited to, any record of detention, any police record, any school record, or any other evidence indicating prior delinquent behavior.

d.
The juvenile’s programming history, including, but not limited to, the juvenile’s past willingness to participate meaningfully in available programming.

e.
The adequacy of the punishment or programming
 available in the juvenile justice system.
