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I. Policy
A. The Bureau of Juvenile Justice (BJJ) offers a wide range of residential programs. If a CMO determines that an enrolled juvenile’s treatment and security needs cannot be met within the CMO’s contractual provider network, the case may be referred to the Family Independence Agency’s (FIA’s) Juvenile Justice Assignment Unit (JJAU).   Referral to FIA for placement in an FIA Juvenile Justice facility is subject to approval by the FACS – Juvenile Services Division Director.   FIA will provide the FACS, as represented by Care Management Organizations, access to the following facilities:

1. Maxey Training School (All Centers);

2. Adrian Training School;

3. Arbor Heights;

4. Community Juvenile Justice Centers.

Refer to Exhibit 402.4-A for a Directory of BJJ facilities.

This policy also applies to juveniles where the court order specifies placement in an FIA juvenile justice facility (i.e. court ordered escalation in the level of care).

B. A juvenile enrolled with a CMO must be committed to FIA under the Youth Rehabilitation Services Act (PA 150) in order to access a BJJ facility. The CMO will retain case responsibility for juvenile justice services, under an “Individual Services Agreement” (ISA) with FIA. The ISA constitutes a contract between FIA and the CMO and provides the basis for accessing a BJJ residential facility. When a CMO initiates a placement in a BJJ facility, the CMO will be responsible for the provision of ongoing case management, throughout the duration of placement.

C. CMOs will be responsible for the provision of reintegration services for juveniles released from FIA funded placements.  At the time of the “change of plan” hearing, the Court will transfer legal jurisdiction to the FACS. 

D. FIA may contract with FACS (through CMOs) for the provision of ongoing case management, while a juvenile resides in an FIA funded private or public residential placement.  Once a case is contracted, the CMO assumes complete case responsibility for provision of juvenile justice services.

E. Payment for the days of care for Wayne County youth in FIA juvenile justice facilities will be through the State Ward Board and Care process.  Payment for case management for juveniles residing in FIA facilities will be through Wayne County’s Child Care Fund.  The JAC and CMOs will be compensated according to contractual Agreements (see Item 1200.1).

F. Vacant juvenile justice treatment beds available at Calumet Center and the NCA IMPACT residential substance abuse treatment program must be utilized on a priority basis.  A CMO can not access an FIA program if there is an appropriate and available bed at one of these facilities.

II. Definitions:  Description of Programs
A. Adrian Training School in Adrian, Michigan – A medium secure, co-educational, residential treatment center, serving females and males (sex offender only), ranging in age from 12 through 20.  This center provides a group treatment approach.  Programs include specialized sex offender treatment, family work, mental health services, music therapy and special education instruction, medical, dental and religious services.

B. Arbor Heights Center in Ann Arbor, Michigan – A low security, co-educational, residential treatment center serving 25 youth.  This center provides services that include individual and group treatment, special education and extensive family involvement.  On-campus educational programs are available for some residents.

C. W. J. Maxey Training School in Whitmore Lake, Michigan

1. Woodland Center – A high security, closed setting, special treatment center for males.  Services are geared to individuals with emotional or developmental disabilities, in addition to their delinquency problems.  The youth receive intensive group treatment, regular and special education, recreation, medical, dental, psychological, substance abuse, sex offender and psychiatric services.

a.
Huron Center – A high security within Woodland Center, provides a special treatment center for males in a closed setting.  Services are geared to individuals with severe emotional or developmental disabilities in addition to their delinquency problems.  Developmentally less advanced youth receive individual and group treatment, special education, recreation, medical, dental, psychological, substance abuse, sex offender and psychiatric services.

3.
Sequoyah Center – A closed medium secure facility for males.  Substance Abuse treatment and transitional services are provided to prepare youth for the return to the community.  Medical, dental, religious, recreational and psychological services are an integral part of the program.  Specialized services are available in the areas of criminal sexual conduct and psychiatric consultation.

III. Procedures
A. CMO Initiated Placement in an FIA Facility

If the CMO determines that an enrolled juvenile requires placement services that are not available within its contractual provider network, a referral may be made to the FIA Juvenile Justice Assignment Unit (JJAU) for placement in a BJJ facility.  Utilization of a BJJ residential facility can only be accessed after the CMO certifies that a program, at the needed security level and service focus, is not available within the contractual provider network.

A CMO may initiate a referral for placement in a BJJ residential facility for PA 150 contract cases and juveniles placed with the FACS in accordance with the following:

1.
The CMO must complete a JJAU Referral Packet and submit it to the FACS – Juvenile Division Contract Manager responsible for JJAU referrals at (313.833.3476).  The packet must include the following:

a. Resource Certification Letter (see Exhibit 402.4-B), placement not available in contractual provider network;

b. Plan of Care and most recent Updated Plan of Care (if applicable), which includes Strengths and Needs Assessment;

c. Social history;

d. All diagnostic reports completed by the JAC;

e. Commitment Order (JC25 or JC57) which documents that the juvenile is a PA 150 ward;

f. Available physical, medical and immunization records;

g. Face sheet (JJAU/FIA Version);

h. Juvenile Classification and Assignment Report, most recent risk reassessment, and/or Re-offender Matrix;

i. Available educational records;

j. Previous placement reports;

k. Available psychiatric and psychological reports;

l. Notification of Security Level Change form

2. The FACS Contract Manager, responsible for JJAU referrals, must  obtain prior approval from the Juvenile Services Division Manager to access a BJJ residential facility. 

3. The juvenile must be a PA 150 ward in order to access an FIA facility.  If the youth is not a PA 150 ward, the CMO Contract Manager will initiate a request to change the juvenile’s legal status from “Placed with FACS” to “PA 150.” 

a. The FACS Contract will transmit the request to the Third Judicial Circuit Court.

b. The Court will determine if legal status can be changed administratively or whether a hearing will be required.

c. A copy of the order committing the juvenile to FIA will be sent to the FACS, CMO and the Court Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC).

i. If the Order of Disposition (( 13. C.) authorizes FACS to transfer the case to FIA, the FACS Contract Manager will fax the Court JAC a request for an FIA-3600 along with the Notification of Placement and Security Level Change Form.  The Court JAC will then fax the signed FIA-3600 back to the FACS Contract Manager.  If the order does not authorize the wardship change, follow the above procedure.

ii. The JAC will complete a Youth Acceptance Notice (( Juvenile Committed to FIA Under MCL 803.301 [YRA-PA 150]) and distribute copies to FIA, CMO, and FACS.  See Exhibit 500.2-C.

d.
The CMO retains case responsibility for the juvenile until and after commitment to FIA.

4. FIA will complete an Individual Services Agreement (FIA-3600) to verify that the CMO is responsible for ongoing case management and juvenile justice services for a juvenile committed to FIA under PA 150.

a. FIA will transmit the FIA-3600 to the Court JAC.  The JAC will sign the FIA-3600 (as FACS designee) and retain a copy in the juvenile’s central file and transmit a copy to the assigned CMO Contract Manager and FIA.

5. Before processing the case to JJAU, the FACS Contract Manager will review the case for placement at Calumet Treatment Center, the NCA IMPACT residential substance abuse treatment program, or for other private facilities providing comparable services.  If the juvenile meets eligibility criteria and a bed is available, the case will not be sent to JJAU for FIA placement.  FACS will instruct the CMO to refer the juvenile to Calumet Treatment Center, IMPACT, or other private facility. .

6. Upon receipt of the complete JJAU Referral Packet the FACS will telephone the JJAU to confirm the referral.  The Packet will be transmitted to the JJAU within one business day of receipt.  After the packet has been received at the JJAU, all subsequent communications will be between JJAU and the CMO.

7.
The JJAU will process the referral in accordance with FIA policy.

a.
If the JJAU assigns a juvenile to a provider and the prospective admission date is greater than 60 calendar days from the date of assignment, JJAU will notify the CMO.  

8.
The CMO is responsible for transporting the juvenile to the assigned placement.

a. The CMO is responsible for notifying the CMO Contract Manager responsible for JJAU referrals of the actual date of admission to a facility.

b. The juvenile’s CMT on JAIS must be changed to correspond to placement in an FIA residential facility.

9.
The CMO is responsible for ongoing case management, monitoring length-of-stay, and development and implementation of a reintegration plan.

a.
Payment for case management will be through the County’s Child Care Fund, subject to the “Non-Capitation Case Management” rate defined in Exhibit 1200.1-A.  Payment will be processed in accordance with the procedure in item 1200.2.

10.
Payment for placement in a BJJ facility will be through the State Ward Board and Care process.  The CMO is not responsible for the payment of residential care costs incurred with placement in a BJJ facility.

B.
Reintegration Services for Juveniles in FIA Funded Private and Public Residential Facilities.

1. CMOs are responsible for provision of reintegration services to juveniles released from an FIA funded residential placement.  This applies to both PA 150 cases where FIA has contracted with FACS and juveniles initially placed with or transferred by the Court to the FACS. 

a.
Reintegration planning for juveniles under the auspices of a CMO is not subject to FIA JJAU policy (for access to resources).
