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I. Policy

A.
The Family Independence Agency and FACS have entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), effective 1/1/01, for FACS to provide juvenile justice services to juveniles committed to FIA under PA 150 (Youth Rehabilitation Services). FIA will contract with FACS on a case-by-case basis. This provision of the MOU includes the following juveniles:

1. All youth newly committed to FIA;

2. Ongoing PA 150 cases placed in an out-of-home living arrangement, where FIA and FACS reach agreement to transfer case management and service responsibility to a Care Management Organization.
The MOU covers juveniles under the jurisdiction of the Family and Criminal Divisions of the Third Judicial Circuit Court.  

Mandated juvenile justice services will be provided within the Juvenile Assessment Center and Care Management Organization service delivery structure (see Item 100.4), under the auspices of the FACS.

B. Private provider juvenile justice services for FIA PA 150 contract cases, delivered within the JAC and CMO structure, will be funded through the FIA annually approved Wayne County Child Care Plan and Budget.  CMOs will be responsible for provider payments, according to the capitation schedule in Item 1200.1.

C. Payment for juveniles placed in FIA juvenile justice facilities will be through the State Ward Board and Care process.  CMOs will not be responsible for payment to an FIA Bureau of Juvenile Justice (BJJ) facility (see 402.4).

1. CMO compensation for case management for juveniles placed in an FIA facility will be through the Child Care Fund, according to the capitation schedule in Item 1200.1.

D. DCJ and FIA have an interface procedure that establishes the documents and informational requirements to be transmitted by the JAC/CMOs to FIA.

1. JAIS will be the primary source for FIA to retrieve documents, i.e., the IPOC, UPOC, etc.

2. Documentation requirements for Medicaid Determinations and Redeterminations are located in Policy Item 402.1.

E.
For case management, juvenile justice service delivery and policy applicability purposes, FIA contracted cases will be considered “accepted” cases and will be served by the JAC/CMO in the same manner as juveniles placed with the FACS, except as otherwise noted in JJSH.

II. Definitions

A. FIA Contracted Case refers to a juvenile committed to the Family Independence Agency under PA 150 and FIA has contracted with the FACS for the provision of case management and juvenile justice services.  FIA monitors service delivery (i.e. “purchase of service” case), per the terms and specifications defined in an Individual Service Agreement (FIA-3600).

B. Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) refers to an administrative agreement signed by the FIA Director, Wayne County Executive, FACS Director and Executive Court Administrator for the Third Judicial Circuit Court.  The document describes reintegration coordination, eligibility determinations, placement in FIA facilities, detention administration, contracting with FACS for services for juveniles committed to FIA, reporting requirements, and federal financial participation.

III. Procedures

A. FIA will contract with FACS for juveniles newly committed by the Third Judicial Circuit Court to FIA under PA 150.

1. The Court will deliver the Order of Disposition (JC-25) to the Court Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC).

2. The Court JAC will review the JC-25 to ascertain if a juvenile has been committed to FIA or placed with the FACS.

3. The Court JAC assembles a Referral Packet (i.e. Order, Social History [if available], Face Sheet, Petitions, JC-01, and Police Reports).

4. When the JC-25 orders commitment to FIA, the Court JAC will complete a Youth Acceptance Notice (see Exhibit 500.2.-C) and check the box ( “Juvenile Committed to the Family Independence Agency Under MCL 803.301 (YRA-PA 150).

5. Court JAC will complete an FIA-3600 “Individual Service Agreement” (see Exhibit 500.2-L).

6. Court JAC will transmit Referral Packet, Youth Acceptance Notice, and FIA-3600 to WCFIA PA 150 Purchase of Service Unit.

7. FIA Unit Supervisor will sign the FIA-3600, as evidence of receipt of a new PA 150 commitment and return a signed copy to the JAC.

8. The JAC will date stamp the FIA-3600 received from FIA.

a. The date on which the JAC receives a signed FIA-3600 will be the effective date for FACS to assume service and financial responsibility for a PA 150 commitment.

9. Following receipt of the completed FIA-3600, the JAC will assign the case to a CMO.

10. The JAC will then implement the case acceptance procedures defined in Item 500.2, for juveniles placed with FACS.

B. FIA will contract with FACS for case management for juveniles residing in FIA juvenile justice facilities effective April 2, 2001.  Upon release from the facility, the Court may terminate PA 150 wardship and place the juvenile with the FACS (PA 280) or dismiss wardship without any further services.

1. FIA will provide the Court JAC with an FIA-3600 Individual Service Agreement. 

2. FIA will provide the Court JAC with a case “Transfer File,” the contents of which are defined in the MOU, Attachment B.

3. The JAC will date stamp the FIA-3600 received from FIA and verify contents of the Transfer file.

a. The date on which the JAC receives a signed FIA-3600 and completes the Transfer File will be the effective date for FACS to assume service and financial responsibility for a PA 150 juvenile residing in a public juvenile justice facility.

4. The JAC will assign the case to a CMO and record required information on JAIS.

5. Within five business days of case assignment, the CMO will contact the facility where the youth is residing and arrange a site visit and introduction to the case.

a. The FIA facility will provide additional case documents, not included in the Transfer File.

b. The CMO may ask the Community JAC to conduct additional assessments in order to obtain the most up-to-date information on each juvenile.

6. The CMO will attend a court hearing initiated by an FIA case manager and present the CMO’s reintegration plan for those cases in which the CMO has had a minimum of 30 calendar days pre-release involvement.

a. The FIA case manager will attend any court hearing for which he/she initiated the petition.

7. The CMO will complete an abridged Plan of Care within 30 calendar days of the effective date on the FIA-3600 (copy of the POC to the JAC and FIA facility).

a. The FIA facility will record Updated Treatment Plans, Release Plans, etc., according to “FAMCare formats”, in JAIS.

b. The CMO will provide FIA copies of the POC, UPOCs, and any UTPs via authorized access to the Juvenile Agency Information System (JAIS).  If needed plans are on JAIS, FIA should directly contact the responsible CMO.

8. The CMO will visit the juvenile (in-person) at least monthly during placement in an FIA facility.

a.
The CMO will engage the family during the juvenile’s placement outside of the home, in order to facilitate return home at the earliest, appropriate opportunity.

9. The CMO will prepare and submit petitions for escalation or de-escalation for any releases which are initiated 4/2/01 and thereafter.

a. Once FIA initiates a contract with FACS, the CMO becomes fully responsible for juvenile justice services, as long as the juvenile is enrolled with the CMO.  The CMO will provide or facilitate access to the range of services needed to implement the juvenile’s Plan of Care, as defined in the Contract and Item 600.1.

10. The CMO will provide the resources necessary to comply with the supplemental court order (JC-57), either residential or community based.

C. FIA will contract with FACS for case management for juveniles residing in FIA purchased private residential facilities.  Upon release from the facility, the Court may terminate PA 150 wardship and place the juvenile with the FACS (PA 280) or dismiss wardship without any further services.

1. FIA, CMO, and private residential provider will adhere to the procedures defined in III.B. above.

2. Payment procedures for CMOs and private residential providers will be issued at a later date.

D. The JAC/CMOs must follow the established procedures for sharing required forms/documents with FIA.  The following is an outline of time frames and required documentation:

* NOTE: For FIA Contract cases, CMO must contact FIA JJS for MA eligibility/ opening.

The primary source for FIA to obtain Plans of Care and Court dates is JAIS.  FIA must first attempt to retrieve necessary documentation from JAIS.  If the documents are not recorded on JAIS, FIA should contact a CMO supervisor.  If this is not successful and documents have not been received within 15 days of the due date, the CMO Program Director and the CMO Contract Manager should be contacted in writing to resolve the issue.

1. Where either the Criminal Division or the Family Division of the Third Judicial Circuit Court has ordered FIA to maintain direct involvement in a contracted case, special coordination must occur between the CMO case manager and the FIA assigned JJS.

a. The Court’s order will dictate the dimensions of the FIA responsibility.

b. The CMO case manager will remain responsible for case management and juvenile justice service delivery.

c. In addition to the above document requirements, FIA will retrieve the Initial Treatment Plan and Updated Treatment Plans from JAIS.

d. The FIA Juvenile Justice Specialist (JJS) will need to participate in case conferencing and discussions involving case planning.

e. When so ordered by the Court, reports (including Progress Reviews and petitions) will be completed by the JJS on FIA letterhead, based on information provided to the JJS by the CMO.  The JJS will be responsible for filing these reports with the Court.

f. CMOs will develop and manage the Plan of Care consistent with FACS policy and procedures, as defined in the Juvenile Justice Services Handbook (JJSH).  Any disagreements should be resolved through the administrative chain of command.

g. The FIA JJS will attend hearings as needed or so ordered by the Court.  The CMO case manager and services providers shall attend any Court hearings.

2. CMOs are responsible for ensuring that accurate, complete, and up-to-date educational information is entered into the Intake Record in JAIS.  This should include:

a. Grade level;

b. Regular or special education;

c. Whether an IEPC has been completed; and

d. Any special education designation. 

3. Where FIA is unable, through the policy described above, to resolve issues in obtaining the forms and documents described, FIA supervision should contact the FACS Division Manager.
