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I. Policy
A.
The Michigan Department of Human Services (DHS) will retain responsibility for Medicaid (MA) eligibility determination for Wayne County juveniles “Placed with Michigan Department of Human Services for care and supervision per agreement with Wayne County”.  
1.
This status establishes the youth as a PA 150 Delinquent State Ward, or Committed.

B.
DHS shall retain responsibility for initiating the process with the Department of Community Health-Medical Services Administration and for dis-enrollment of juveniles from Qualified Health Plans (QHP).  
C.
DHS shall retain responsibility for enrollment into Healthy Kids MA (fee-for-service) for juveniles that have a legal status of Commitment, and for pre-adjudicated juveniles placed in a private Detention Alternative. 
D.
The CMO must complete Health Kids Medicaid re-determinations for juvenile justice youth.  
E.
Juveniles in community-based parent, guardian or relative care will continue to access Medicaid, if eligible, through a DHS General Services District office.
1.
The CMO will retain the responsibility for completing the MA application for community based youth in foster care and supervised independent living.   
II. Definitions
A.
Medicaid Eligibility Determination – The process for establishing an active Medicaid case for the youth for the provision of health and medical related services while in placement with CAFS.

B.
“Healthy Kids”, (DCH-0373-C) – The DCH-0373-C is the application that is completed when applying for Medicaid for juveniles under 19 years of age and younger. 

C.
DHS Assistance Application, (DHS 1171) – The application that is to be completed when applying for Medicaid for juveniles who are 19 years of age and over.  

III.
Procedures

A.
At the time of case Acceptance, The JAC will make every effort to obtain medical insurance information on all juveniles.  The JAC will obtain available medical information from the parents/relative/legal guardian at the initial the home visit.  
1.
A copy of the medical card (private insurance) or the Medicaid Card will be placed in the Assessment Packet, provided to the CMO, and a copy will be retained in the JAC file.  
2.
The JAC will record the medical information in the Juvenile Agency Information System (JAIS).

3.
Following the JAC Assessment and transfer of the Assessment Packet, the CMO will be responsible for updating all medical information in JAIS.

B.
The JAC will complete the MA Clearance Request – Community Based Placement (Exhibit 402.1-B) for home-based juveniles; or the Medicaid MA Clearance Request – Out-of-Home Placement (Exhibit 402.1-D) for those juveniles in out-of home placement. 
1.
The following information will be included on either of the Medicaid/Health Kids MA Clearance Reports:




a.
Juvenile’s Name;




b.
Juvenile’s Date of Birth;




c.
Juvenile’s Legal Status;




d.
Juvenile’s Social Security Number (if available); and




e.
Name of CMO assigned to the case.
2.
The Medicaid Clearance Report is to be fax to DHS South Central Child and Family Services (CFS) 313.578.5401 weekly (Wednesday, by 9:00 a.m.). 
3.
South Central CFS will clear the name(s) to determine if the juvenile is active on a Medicaid or Health Kids MA case. 

4.
South Central CFS will fax the report back to the JAC within 48 hours of receipt.   The information provided will include:


 a.
Status of Medicaid/Health Kids MA (Active or Not Active);


 b.
Juvenile’s Recipient ID Number;

 c.
DHS Juvenile Justice Worker’s Load Number and telephone number.

5.
The JAC will notify the CMO of the results of the clearance. 

6.
The parent, relative or legal guardian of juvenile’s in a home-based setting will be required to go to a DHS General Service (GSA) District to apply for Medicaid. 

a.
If necessary, CMO case manager should assist the family in obtaining MA.
C.
The CMO must immediately complete a MIChild and Healthy Kids application (Exhibit 402.1-A) for juveniles placed in a private residential treatment facility   to South Central CFS.  
1.
This applies to both Committed and Probation juveniles placed with CAFS.

2.
Current Court order must be attached to the application.

3.
CMO must clearly identify the person and CMO completing the form on the document or attach the business card of the person completing the application.  
 D.
The CMO will take the completed application(s) including Court Orders to South Central CFS located at 1801 Canfield 48207.   The application packet should be placed in the basket at the reception desk labeled “CAFS”. The CMO must also check to see if there is any mail for that CMO in the basket.
1.
The CMO must provide the following supporting documentation with every application:

a.
A copy of a Court Order, ordering out-of-home placement; or Progress Reviews or Annual Review or Required Commitment Review, MJC-993 (Exhibit 402.1-E)  for any Court order that is older (last hearing date) than 182 days.  Orders may include:
· JC14 - Order of Disposition (Probation for Substance Abuse Treatment Only);
· JC25 – Order of Disposition – Commitment

· JC57 – Supplemental Order of Disposition Following Review Hearing
E.
For Non-Wards placed in Private Detention Alternative placements, the Detention Alternative is responsible for completing the MIChild and Healthy Kids application (Exhibit 402.1-A) within three business days of admission.  

1.
A copy of the Order that accompanied the juvenile on admission must be attached to the application.  Orders for Non-Wards may include:

· JC10 – Order After Preliminary Hearing

· MJC1029 – Order After Court Hearing (Detained Juveniles)

2.
The assigned CMO with address, phone number and MA contact person must be clearly indicated on the front page of the application.  

3.
The Detention Alternative address and the telephone number of the person completing the application must be clearly and legibly noted beneath the signature line on the applications.

· As an option, the business card of the person completing the document may be stapled to the document.

4.
Detention Alternatives are to forward the Healthy Kids applications, with Court Orders, to South Central CFS.  

F.
For juveniles currently in a MA Managed Care program, South Central CFS will first request disenrollment or removal of the level of care for juveniles.  The MA Managed Care case remains active for the entire month and any approved MA provider can provide services during the balance of the month.
1.
Once the MA Managed Care case is closed, South Central CFS can then open a Healthy Kids MA case that will be effective on the first day of the following month.

G.
For juveniles not in a MA Managed Care Program, DHS has 45 days to process applications.  Inquiries about the status of applications should not be made until 30 days after the application date.   
1.
Coverage is usually effective the first day of the month that the juvenile becomes eligible.

H.
MA eligibility is redetermined annually.  The CMO will receive a Healthy Kids MA application from South Central CFS when it is time for redetermination, for a juvenile in out-of-home placement.  The CMO completes the application and returns the document to SCCFS.

I.
Upon a juvenile’s return home from out-of-home placement, the CMO must  complete the Request to Close Healthy Kids MA letter (Exhibit 402.1-C), immediately  This letter is taken to South Central CFS immediately, to affect the closure of the Healthy Kids MA fee for service case. 

1.
The letter may also be faxed to the SCCFS office at (313) 361-7500;

2.
The Request to Close Healthy Kids MA letter (Exhibit 402.1-C) is also completed by the CMO when a juvenile is AWOL/truant from placement.   
J.
The CMO must notify South Central CFS in writing of the pregnancy of CAFS juveniles.  

1.
After the child is born, the CMO must provide South Central CFS with the child’s name, date of birth and sex.  
2.
Once the child has reached his/her first birthday, a separate Healthy Kids MA application must be completed for continued medical services for the child.
