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I.
Policy
A. The Wayne County Juvenile Detention Facility (WCJDF) has the primary responsibility for housing pre-adjudicated juveniles charged with violations of the law and other juveniles who are directed to the facility at the discretion of the Court. It is the mission of the WCJDF to provide a safe and secure environment for its residents and staff. Facility Staff shall provide for the emotional, physical, religious, recreational, educational and social needs for all residents. All interactions within the facility shall adhere to the law and be conducted in a mutually non-biased manner.

B.
Accepted juveniles who are apprehended for an alleged crime and/or Writ will be taken to the WCJDF.  The CMO will be responsible for removing the juvenile subsequent to the Preliminary Hearing.
