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I. Policy
A. Each juvenile is provided medical care from the time of admission to the WCJDF and throughout the period of detention.  This continuous care includes medical screening at admission, a complete physical examination following admission, additional medical evaluations on a regular basis for chronic problems and as needed for acute problems.

II. Definitions
None

III. Procedures
A. Minimal standards require a medical screening within 24 hours.  Optimally, medical screening should occur prior to admittance to the unit.

Each juvenile will be screened by a member of the medical staff prior to admittance to the unit.  The Nursing assessment form is completed by the nurse on duty.   If there are urgent problems that cannot wait until the next doctor’s line, the nurse will page the physician on call to confirm the need for off-site referral.

B. Minimal standards require a physical assessment within 7 days.  Optimal standards recommend a physical assessment within 3 days.

The responsible physician completes a thorough history and physical exam and documents information on the physical exam form.  Please see – female and male physical exam forms, Exhibit 403.3-A and Exhibit 403.3-B.

C. Written medical treatment plans shall be created to provide for initial assessment and care of juveniles with special health-care problems.  The treatment must include the designated items.  However, care of the juvenile will not be limited to general treatment plans.  These special-health care problems include, but are not limited to:

1. Pregnant residents;

2. Seizure disorders;

3. Diabetes Mellitus;

4. Management of Alcohol or Drug Dependency;

5. HIV Screening/Counseling.

D. It is the policy of the Wayne County Juvenile Detention Facility that, in the event of transfer of a juvenile within the justice system or the release of a juvenile to the custodial parent, a written Health Record Summary will accompany the juvenile, and to ensure the continuity of care, will address medical, dental and mental health problems as well as tests and examinations received while in the facility.

Refer to Exhibit 403.3-C  “Health Record Summary.”

E. Dental Care is an important component of medical care services.  Dental care will be provided to each juvenile by a dentist or to their qualified professional authorized to provide care in accordance with Michigan State Licensing regulations.  The current standards are:

1. Dental screening within 7 days  of admission;

2. Oral hygiene exam and oral health education within 30 days of admission;

3. Dental examination within two months of admission.
