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I.
Policy

A.
In accordance with the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990 as amended (see reference website below), the Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) will comply with all nondiscrimination standards of our juvenile clients that prohibit omission, segregation, and unequal treatment without increasing the risk to public safety. 

B.
The JAC will not charge any juvenile client a fee for the cost of providing supplementary aids or services to accommodate any disabilities.  Upon request, the JAC will make reasonable efforts to provide our juvenile clients with the appropriate accommodations as quickly as circumstances will allow.

II.
Definition

A.
Disability:  A physical or mental impairment that substantially limits one or more major life activities.
III.
Procedures

A.
The JAC will provide appropriate means of communication for any juvenile client possessing a hearing, vision or speech disability, as well as maintain a barrier-free environment that is accessible to all juvenile clients, in order to provide equal opportunity to achieve equal results with or without disabilities. 
B.
All JAC employees are required to understand the importance of accommodating juvenile clients with specialized needs by reviewing and becoming familiar with the corresponding policy and procedures.

C.
The JAC will provide staff training to enhance their knowledge of hearing, visual and speech disabilities and options available to supplement client’s special needs.
