Description of Services

Probation and At-Risk Cases
· Voice Verification (VV) and Electronic Monitoring (EM):  Low, Moderate, High Risk/Needs Profile

VV allows for verification of a juvenile’s location at any time, by having the juvenile telephone at specified times from required locations, or receive calls while at home or school from the monitoring unit.

· Electronic Monitoring (EM):  Low, Moderate, High Risk/Needs Profile
EM is tethering technology that involves a base unit that is installed in the juvenile’s home.  The base unit is linked via telephone line to the Ameritech tethering unit.  A bracelet-like device is fastened to the juvenile’s ankle.

· In-Home Detention:  Low, Moderate, High Risk/Needs Profile
Supervision provided to a post-disposition juvenile, returned home, pending implementation of a treatment intervention or as a progressive sanction for violation of a community based treatment plan.  Surveillance takes the form of daily contacts with the youth, parents, school, etc. to insure that contract conditions are met.  Duration of HD is usually two weeks.  VV and EM may be used to enhance supervision  

· Substance Abuse Treatment:  Based on AOD Testing or Court Order
Outpatient counseling for juveniles and parents with a diagnosed substance abuse issue(s).  Intervention may be blended with other in-home treatment options.  Counseling may be supported by AOD testing, to ascertain if prohibited substances are being used.

· Youth Assistance Program:  Low-to-Moderate Risk/Needs Profile
YAP encompasses a range of substance abuse and community based intervention services, utilizing the strengths and resources of the community, family and youth, to reduce youth crime for youth who are in danger of removal from home and further penetration into the formal juvenile justice system.  YAP emphasizes social responsibility.
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· Wrap Around (CMO):  Moderate-to-High Risk/Needs Profile
Individually designed set of services, through interagency collaboration, provided to youth and families with emotional disturbance or other mental health issues.  Includes personal and other supports necessary to maintain the youth at home.  Includes 24-hour crisis intervention.

· Day Treatment (CMO):  Moderate-to-High Risk/Needs Profile
DT offers “campus-based” or outside educational instruction, individual, group and family counseling, social activities, life skills preparation, recreation and evening and weekend surveillance.  Includes 24-hour crisis intervention.

· Intensive Family Services (CMO):  Moderate-to-High Risk/Needs Profile
Treatment model for juveniles which provides intensive counseling, home based services, tracking of a youth’s movements and activities, daily employment and educational monitoring, as well as family support services (including 24-hour crisis intervention).

· In-Home Counseling (CMO):  Low-to-Moderate Risk/Needs Profile
In-home intervention to support efforts to prevent removal of a youth and keep the family together.  Counseling and support is less frequent than the Intensive Family Services Intervention (see above).

· Respite:  Low, Moderate, High Risk/Needs Profile

Time-limited transfer of a juvenile to out-of-home care, when issues arise with a juvenile’s conduct, caretaker or physical living environment.  As a condition of probation, the PO may authorize up to 14 days of respite.

· Treatment Foster or Group Care (CMO):  Moderate-to-High Risk/Needs Profile
TFC provides ancillary services, in addition to those defined for general out-of-home foster care and supervision.  Intensive services include low worker ratios, individual therapy, specialized training, 24-hour crisis support, more frequent in-home services and enhanced parent reimbursement.  Initial authorization restricted to three months, with monthly extensions subject to utilization review by JAC – may not exceed six months of total services.  Use of treatment foster care requires court approval.
