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I. Policy
A.
The JAC Social History Assessment will be completed by the JAC for each juvenile Placed with the CAFS and for Probation Referred Cases.

1. The Social History may be completed for At-Risk cases, however prior CAFS authorization is required.

II.       Definition
A.
Social History is an organized report for a juvenile and family of basic demographic data, presenting problem, family/home/community environment, developmental history, physical and mental health, substance abuse history, and strengths/weaknesses.  A Social History provides the foundation for the development of a comprehensive Plan of Care.

III.      Procedure
A. The Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) is responsible for the completion of the social history, if one is not received in the Referral packet.  The Social History is to be completed within fourteen days of the referral.

1.
If the Social History provided by the Court is current, i.e., has been completed within the previous six months, no new social history will be required.   An addendum must be completed to update new and omitted information.

B.
The JAC will gather information from collateral sources (i.e., law enforcement, school, medical, Courts, etc.) to obtain the most current and up-to-date information for completion of the Social History.

C.
During the initial contacts with the juvenile and family, the JAC will collect information for completion of the report. The attached Social History format (exhibit 500.10-A) is to be used for formatting the written report.  The report is included in the Juvenile Assessment Packet.  A copy must be given to the Care Management System within15 calendar days of assignment.  

D.
The Social History report should describe and assess the following factors:

1.
Complaint information from arresting police report and any subsequent law enforcement personnel;

2. Victim’s Right Information;


3.
A description of the juvenile and family’s current situation and home environment, based on the Family Assessment Report;

4.

Date of all contacts, the name of the person contacted and information received;

5.
A brief chronology of events leading to Placement with or Referral to CAFS;

6.
A description and assessment of the juvenile and family’s current level of physical, emotional, and educational functioning;

7.
A description of the juvenile and family’s substance abuse history including treatment providers;

8. A description of the community;

9. Summarize, make recommendations and provide DSM IV diagnosis.

E. The JAC will record the JAC Social History Assessment on the Juvenile Agency Information System (JAIS) within five business days of completion.
