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I. Policy
A.
All newly accepted, probation and at-risk cases referred to Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) may have access to a comprehensive Clinical Assessment.  The assessment will be scheduled by the JAC. 

II. Definitions
A.
Millon Adolescent Clinical Inventory B A projective test, structured to determine psychopathology, current behavior patterns and any bizarre thought process.

B.
Jesness Inventory B Shows indicators of asocial behaviors and the likelihood of the behaviors continuing.

C.
Kaufman Test of Educational Achievement B Provides educational performance levels in the areas of computation and reading vocabulary.

D. Quick Neuropsychological Screening Test II - Screens for neurological impairment.

E. Weschler Intelligence Scale for Children Revised (WISC-III/WAIS-III)  - Intelligence tests that assist in identifying the best educational approaches and how material is learned by the individual.

F. Stanford Diagnostic Reading and Math Tests - Six month academic progress monitoring, which also measures writing skills.

G. Vocational Preference Inventory - An evaluation to assist in planning for life-long career direction.

III.       Procedures
A.
The Community JAC Customer Service staff is responsible for scheduling psychological assessments for eligible juveniles.  This includes those juveniles assigned to the JAC who are remanded to the Wayne County Juvenile Detention Facility (WCJDF), contract detention facilities and juveniles who are returned home pending placement.  

B.
Juveniles on probation or from the Consent Docket will not automatically receive the complete clinical battery.  When a PO requests a clinical assessment, an preliminary review will be conducted by the JAC to determine if the juvenile needs a complete or partial battery.

1.
The JAC Intake Worker will collaborate with the Probation Officer (PO) in determining the scope of Clinical Assessment that is needed. 

C.
The JAC Customer Service staff must schedule all needed assessments within two working days of case acceptance (on Court JAC Roster) by the Court JAC. The JAC Customer Service staff must complete the Clinical Assessment Appointment form (see exhibit 500.11-A) for inclusion in the Referral Package. The Care Management Organization (CMO) is faxed a record of the appointment information. 

H. The CMO is responsible for transportation for accepted juveniles.

E.
The JAC Intake Specialist is responsible for obtaining the completed Psychological Evaluation Report, (see exhibit 500.11-B) within 12 calendar days of the referral and is responsible for timely distribution to the assigned CMO or PO.

1.
The Psychological Evaluation Report is part of the Juvenile Assessment and Assignment Package that is due to the CMO, and the Assessment and Referral recommendations Package that is due to the PO within 14 calendar days.


F.
The Comprehensive Psychological Evaluation will be completed by using the following battery of tests:

Millon Adolescent Clinical Inventory;

Jesness Inventory;

3.
Kaufman Test of Educational Achievement;

4.
Quick Neuropsychological Screening Test – II;

5.
Weschler Intelligence Scale for Children B (WISC-III/WAIS-III);

6.
Clinical Interview;

7.
Vocational Preference Inventory;

8.
Other tests, based on youth profile:

a.
Child Sexual Behavioral Inventory (under 12 years of age);
b.
Comprehensive Test of Nonverbal Intelligence-III (C-TONI-III) [if non-English speaking];\
c. Kaufman Short Neuropsychological Assessment Procedure (K-SNAP); 

d. Vocational Preference Inventory.

All other tests, with the exception of the Vocational Preference Inventory, are individually administered.

G.
Academic Achievement: Stanford Binet (reading & math) - Will be used to assess each youth=s improvement in Reading, Math, Vocabulary and Comprehension, every 6 months.

H.
An interview is conducted as part of the assessment with the juvenile to coordinate the information and analysis together into a cohesive report and to determine recommendations for further testing, if indicated.  The psychologist clinician makes recommendations for the types of services needed.

I.
Other clinical evaluation services for juveniles, as needed, using a consulting psychologist and/or psychiatrist shall be provided.  Contractual staff should adhere to standard adolescent protocols.  Psychological evaluations are only used for professional purposes and are managed in a confidential manner.

I. The CMO is responsible for obtaining additional psychological assessments for case planning purposes.  If there is evidence of a need for further Clinical Assessment, the CMO capitation rate is inclusive of such services.

J. The Clinical Assessment must include a DSM diagnostic category.

K. Psychological Clinical Assessment scores and the DSM classification must be recorded on Juvenile Agency Information System (JAIS) within five business of completion.
