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I. Policy
A. Inter-County Services are provided through the CMO and their provider network.  When a move to a county outside of Wayne County is being contemplated or has occurred through Court authorization with a juvenile enrolled with a CMO, the CMO must provide or develop a provider resource in the county where the juvenile is to reside.  Payment to the CMO will be within the capitated rate for the CMT (Items 600.6 and 1200.1) identified in the Plan of Care (POC).

B. 
This Item does not pertain to Probation, Consent or At-Risk cases.

II. Definitions
A. Inter-County Services are those services the CMO provides or contracts for in counties outside of Wayne for the provision of care and supervision to a specific ward who has been placed with the CAFS for care and supervision and/or his/her parent(s).

III. Procedures
A. When a juvenile’s parent/guardian resides outside of Wayne County; and, the plan is to provide the juvenile with services in the parent/guardian home, the CMO must provide or contract for service.  The CMT and services to be delivered must be described in the POC.  The services delivered also must be consistent with requirements outlined in Item 600.1.
