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I.
Policy

A.
The Family Independence Agency (FIA) and Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services (CAFS) have entered into an agreement, effective 4/1/03, for CAFS to provide comprehensive therapeutic services to parents/guardians or caregivers of youth committed to FIA as Temporary Court Wards (TCW’s).  FIA will make referrals to Wayne County CAFS through the Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) on a case-by-case basis. This provision of the JAC contract includes the following youth:

1. Parents/guardians or caregivers of youth newly committed as Temporary Court Wards;

2. Parents/guardians or caregivers of TCW’s that are Child Care Fund eligible, where FIA and CAFS reach an agreement to provide therapeutic services.
The agreement covers children under the jurisdiction of the Family Division of the Third Judicial Circuit Court.  

Court ordered services shall be provided by the Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) through their network of Therapeutic Service Providers.  The case remains active with FIA.  All case management services will be provided by the FIA worker or the Family Assignment System (FAS) worker.

B. Private provider therapeutic services for Child Welfare contract cases, delivered within the JAC structure, will be funded through the FIA annually approved Wayne County Child Care Plan and Budget.  The JAC will be responsible for provider payments.

C. CAFS and FIA have an interface procedure that establishes the documents and informational requirements to be transmitted by the JAC to FIA.

1. JAIS will be the primary source for FIA to retrieve documents, i.e., Progress Notes, Treatment Plans, etc.

D. The JAC will contract for the following services;

1. Substance Abuse Treatment/Alcohol and Other Drug (AOD) Screens

2. Counseling Services (Family/Individual)

3. Parenting Classes

4. In-Home Services

II.
Definitions
A. Addictions Severity Index (ASI) (Exhibit 500.19-C) refers to the assessment tool that measures the severity of substance abuse addiction and used to develop an appropriate treatment plan for the individual.

B. Adult Adolescent Parenting Inventory (AAPI) (Exhibit 500.19-B) refers to the assessment tool that measures the strengths and needs of the parent and used to develop an appropriate treatment plan for the individual.

C. Counseling Services refers to individual, group, marital, or family psychotherapy.  A Master’s level certified and licensed therapist will provide the counseling services.  The Functional Assessment Rating Scale (FARS) will be the tool utilized for all clinical assessments.

D. Daniel Memorial (Exhibit 500.19-D) refers to the assessment tool that measures the level of functioning of the individual and is used to develop an appropriate treatment plan for the individual.

E. Functional Assessment Rating Scale (FARS) (Exhibit 500.19-E) refers to the assessment tool that measures the overall level of cognitive and behavioral functioning and used develop and appropriate treatment plan.

F. In-Home Services refers to any kind of support services for the family including, but not limited to, health and safety skills and appropriate child caring.  A Bachelor’s level therapist supervised by a Master’s level certified and licensed therapist will provide the services.  The Daniel Memorial will be the tool utilized for all in-home service assessments.

G. Parenting Classes refers to education sessions involving child management skills.  A Bachelor’s level therapist supervised by a Master’s level will provide the services.  The Adult Adolescent Parenting Inventory (AAPI) will be the tool utilized for parent education assessments.

H. Substance Abuse Treatment refers to treatment of individuals who struggle with addiction.  A Master’s level certified and licensed addictions counselor will provide services.  The Addiction Severity Index (ASI) will be the tool utilized for substance abuse assessments.

III.
Procedures

A. Referral Process to the JAC

1.
FIA will refer parents/guardians or caregivers of abuse and neglect wards newly committed by the Third Judicial Circuit Court to FIA as Temporary Court Wards to CAFS for Comprehensive Therapeutic Services.

2.
FIA Foster Care/POS Specialist or FAS Agency will complete a County Child Care Fund (CCCF) Referral Form (Exhibit 500.19-A) and deliver a complete packet to the Court JAC.  The packet must include;

a. The County Child Care Fund Referral Form;

b. A Court Order with specified services ordered by a Judge or Referee;

c. A current FIA Initial Service Plan (ISP) or Updated Service Plan (USP);

d. Structured Decision Making (SDM) Needs and Strengths Assessment;

e. The original Neglect Petition.

**Note.
FAS Agencies can only refer for drug screen services.

3. The Court JAC will register the case on JAIS and return the Acceptance Notice (Exhibit 500.2-C) to the FIA Referring Worker/FAS Agency.

4. The Court JAC sends the packet to the Community JAC where the case is assigned to a provider by zip code and authorizes services in JAIS.  The Community JAC will courier the packet to the assigned Provider Agency.

B. Provider Agency Assignment and Requirements

1. The Provider Agency is assigned according to zip code of the individual being referred for services.

2. The Provider Agency is responsible to contact the FIA referring worker to discuss requested services

3.
The Provider Agency is responsible to complete the appropriate JAC authorized assessment tool, (Exhibit 500.19-B, 500.19-C, 500.19-D, 500.19-E) complete Progress Notes, (Exhibit 500.19-F) Treatment Plans, (Exhibit 500.19-G), and Court Reports, (Exhibit 500.19-H).

a.
The Assessment tool, Progress Notes, Treatment Plans, and Court Reports must be completed in JAIS.

4.
Once the case is assigned, it is the responsibility of FIA to keep an on-going relationship with the Provider Agency regarding progress and planning.

C. JAC Utilization Review

1.
The JAC is responsible for Utilization Reviews and continued authorization of services.

a. The JAC will initially authorize ten units for in-home services and counseling services.  Upon a referral from the private agency for a continuation of service, the JAC can authorize an additional ten units.  Further units must be authorized by FIA.

b. The JAC will initially authorize fourteen units for parenting classes.  Upon referral from the private agency for continuation of services, the JAC can authorize an additional fourteen units.  Further units must be authorized by the FIA worker.

c. If, after review hearings by the jurist, services are ordered to continue beyond the authorization period or be terminated, a current Court Order must be submitted to the JAC for verification.  The Court Order overrules all disputes of services between the JAC and the FIA worker/FAS agency.

2.
The JAC is responsible to oversee private providers to insure ordered services are being provided.

a.
The JAC will verify completion of services through the JAIS Progress Notes.

3. The JAC is responsible for provider payments and billing to CAFS for services.

a. The JAC will ensure the Assessment, Progress Notes, Treatment Plans, and Court Reports are completed in JAIS by the private providers.

b. If the Progress Notes for each session are not completed in JAIS, the JAC will not authorize payment for the services that are being billed.

4. The JAC will conduct satisfaction surveys at the completion of services with the families.
