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I. Policy
The Care Management Organization (CMO) will work cooperatively with the Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) to facilitate timely implementation of a juvenile’s Plan of Care (POC).   The collaboration assists in monitoring the juvenile’s treatment progress, to conduct utilization reviews and outcome monitoring assessments, all of which is intended to ensure the provision of quality service delivery to the juvenile and his/her family.

III. Procedure
A. The CMO shall be notified by the JAC Court Specialist of the assignment of a    newly accepted, Probation or Consent case. 

B.
The CMO will be notified by the JAC Court Specialist if the enrolled male juvenile is located in the Juvenile Detention Facility (JDF), and the requirement to move the youth within five days of notification.

C.
The CMO will keep all psychological, educational and AOD scheduled appointments for the juvenile made by the JAC Court Specialist.

D. The CMO shall provide the JAC with requested documentation, required for the juvenile.

E. Upon completion of the Juvenile Assessment and Assignment Packet, it is delivered to the assigned CMO by the JAC courier.  The Receipt of Assessment Packet form (Exhibit 500.5-A) is signed and dated.  A copy is given to the CMO and the courier returns the original to the JAC for filing in the juvenile’s Referral Packet.

i. The CMO may schedule a meeting with the Intake Specialist to discuss information in the Packet.
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F. The CMO or its Provider will adhere to appointments for drug testing the juvenile, according to the drug testing schedule policy.

G. The CMO will provide employment/vocational verification for a juvenile at specified time frames.

H. The JAC is the recognized liaison to the Court. CMOs and their Providers will process all court -related documents through the JAC.

I. The CMO will provide the JAC with required documentation 60 days prior to filing a petition requesting the youth’s termination from wardship (see Policy Item 700.16).

J. The CMO shall accept the JAC’s decision to return a juvenile to the CMO for continued services when specific treatment objectives have not been met.

K. The CMO will provide the JAC with the required documentation to determine recidivism outcomes and liquidated damages payments.

L. The CMO will provide the JAC with timely and required documentation when requesting a change to a juvenile’s security level and /or a required utilization review is scheduled.
