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I. Policy
The CMO shall ensure each juvenile is enrolled and regularly attends an appropriate educational/vocational program. The JAC is responsible for the initial educational assessment and an educational competency assessment, when the CMO petitions the Court for termination of jurisdiction.

II. Definitions

III. Procedure
A. Each juvenile will be enrolled into an educational/vocational program within five days of the CMO, assuming case management responsibility.

B. When job training or a career exploration program is deemed most appropriate, the juvenile will be admitted within the first 30 days of entry into the CMO.  Tutoring shall be provided to the juvenile until admission into a formal educational/vocational program.

C. The CMO or designated Provider shall ensure the juvenile is screened for possible educational disabilities and when applicable, complete or refer for an Individualized Educational Planning Conference (IEPC) within 30 days of admission.

D. Formal education may be provided through existing community resources and/or by the development of Charter schools.

E. In-home services staff shall be available to the family for school program assistance in crisis situations.

F. The CMO and/or Provider shall ensure the availability of tutorial staff with appropriate educational credentials to provide services for regular or special education youth, as needed.
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G. The CMO shall provide or ensure educational assessments at regular intervals to measure the youth’s progress, as well as the need for tutorial services.
