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I. Policy
A. A Release Plan is required for Committed juveniles in Residential placement, when there is a change in the juvenile’s:

1. Service provider;

2. Security level.

B.
The Residential Release Plan (Exhibit 600.14-A) format will be used to complete the report.  The CMO is responsible for insuring that the Provider Agency completes of the Release Plan.
C.
This policy does not apply to juveniles in Community Based settings. 

1. Report of changes in Community Based programs are captured in the Updated Treatment Plan of Care (see Item 700.2)

II. Definitions
None

III. Procedure
A. When a Committed juvenile in an out-of-home placement has been moved to a different security level or the provider of service changes, the Residential Provider must complete a Release Plan within five business days of actual release.  The format specified by CAFS on the Juvenile Agency Information System (JAIS) must be followed. 

B. A new Care Management Track (CMT) must be requested by the CMO and authorized by the JAC, prior to implementing the move.  Refer to Items 500.12 and 600.12.

C. If the out-of-home release of a committed juvenile results in the termination of Wardship by the Court, the CMO will notify the JAC (see Items 700.3 and 700.16) 

1.
A Disenrollment Report on JAIS is required, using the format in Exhibit 700.16-A.

D. The Release Plan must provide the following:

1.
Update on the juvenile’s/family’s progress in achieving the goals and objectives.

2. Discussion of any unmet goals and new objectives, new action steps and timeframes to achieve the goals.

E. The CMO or Residential Provider must record the Release Plan on JAIS within five business days of release from the Provider.

1.
The JAC will access the Release Plan on JAIS.
