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I. Policy
A. A CMO or the JAC may be responsible for completing a Pre-Sentencing Investigation Reports (PSI’s).  The CMO is responsible for completing a Requests for a PSI is the result of an adjudicated under Prosecutorial “Automatic” Waiver (PA 245, PA 250, PA 255, PA 260, PA 261) in the Criminal Division of Circuit Court.  The adjudication of the specific offense allows the juvenile to be sentenced either as an adult or as a juvenile (see Policy Item 401.14).  

1. Through an agreement with FIA, FIA will contract, using an Individual Service Agreement (FIA 3600), with CAFS for the completion of the PSI.

2.
The prosecutor may require criminal proceedings in the adult court for juveniles between the ages of 14 and 16 years.  The list of “specified juvenile offenses” for which the prosecutor can require that the case proceed in adult court is found in Policy Item 400.14.   


B. The Community JAC is responsible for the preparation of Pre-Sentence Investigation (PSI) Reports or provision of testimony for Automatic waivers.  If there is an active case, the JAC is responsible for involving the CMO Case Manager in the development of the requested PSI report and/or testimony.  

C.
The Court will use the following criteria to determine whether a juvenile should be sentenced as an adult:

1. Seriousness of the alleged offense in terms of community protection, including, but not limited to, the existence of any aggravating factors recognized by sentencing guidelines, the use of a firearm or other dangerous weapon, and the impact on any victim.

2. The culpability of the juvenile in committing the alleged offense, including, but not limited to, the level of the juvenile’s participation in planning and carrying out the offense and the existence of any aggravation or mitigating factors recognized by sentencing guidelines.

3. The juvenile’s prior record of delinquency including, but not limited to, any record of detention, any police record, any school record, or any other evidence indicating prior delinquent behavior.

4. The juvenile’s programming history, including, but not limited to, the juvenile’s past willingness to participate meaningfully in available programming.

5. The adequacy of the punishment or programming available in the juvenile justice system.

6. The dispositional options available for the juvenile.

II. Definitions

III. Procedure  

A. The JAC role in “Automatic” (Discretionary) waivers occurs in connection with the dispositional or sentencing hearing.  When a juvenile is found guilty of an offense allowing for a juvenile sentence (see Item 400.14), the Court will make a referral for a “Pre-Sentence Investigation (PSI) report to FIA.  Following receipt of the referral:

1. FIA will complete an Individual Service Agreement (FIA 3600) and forward the request for PSI and the FIA 3600 to the JAC.

2. The JAC will clear the case on JAIS.  If active with a CMO, the CMO will be notified of the request within one business day.  If not active with a CMO, the JAC will register the case on JAIS.  

B.
The outline for the PSI is found in Exhibit 401.14-C.  The JAC is responsible for completing each of the sections identified in the outline.  Suggested steps in developing the report are:


1. Interview and evaluate the juvenile;

2. Where a CMO has an active case, review case record and interview the case manager;

3. Conduct a home visit and interview and evaluate the juvenile’s parent/guardian, family, and community;

4.
Whenever possible, interview the victim (see Item 401.5);
5.
Interview school personnel, employers, law enforcement personnel or other significant identified individuals;

5. Contact the Prosecutor’s office for information on the charge; 
6. Request Law Enforcement Information Network (LEIN) information and related criminal database information from the Warrant Enforcement Bureau (WEB); 
7. Review any Family Division records on youth;
8. Request a copy of the arresting officer’s report.

C.
The JAC must present an original and two copies of the PSI to the referring Court on or before the requested date. 

D.
The JAC is required to be at the sentencing hearing and likely will be required to testify to the contents of the PSI.
