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I. Policy
A.
The return of CMO on runaway or escape status, located in other states, is coordinated by the CMO through contact with the Michigan Interstate Compact office.  

B.
The CMO shall follow the established Interstate Compact procedures for sending a youth for placement and/or supervision in another State.
1.
Out-of-State placement is not an authorized Care Management Track (CMT).  Exception to place a juvenile out-of-State requires prior approval of the Director of Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services (CAFS) and the committing Court.

C.
Out of Town Inquiries (OTI) requests are processed by the Michigan Department of Human Services (DHS).  These requests may include home studies or supervision.
II. Definitions
A.
The Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children (ICPC) ensures protection and services to children placed across state lines for foster care (including relative and residential placements) or adoption by establishing procedures that guarantee placements are safe, suitable and able to provide proper care given the needs of the child.   
1.
ALL requests for interstate services must be routed through the Interstate Compact Office. In most instances, the DHS local office is responsible for responding to inquiries and requests for services from other states.  
2.
Federal Law requires State to have in effect procedures for the orderly and timely interstate placement of children which provides all foster (including relative and parent) and adoptive home studies requested by another state. 
a.
The DHS home study is an assessment of the safety and suitability of the home.
III. Procedure
A.
AWOL or Escaped youth apprehended in other States

1.
If the juvenile is being returned to Michigan, the CMO must contact the Michigan Interstate Compact coordinator at (517) 241-8261 to make the travel arrangements, including receiving the youth upon his/her arrival.

2.
The CMO must assume placement and treatment responsibility of the juvenile upon his return to the State.

B.
Michigan juveniles can be placed out-of-state only with parent/guardian approval and with the authorization of Director of Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services (CAFS).

1.
The Court must conduct a hearing to take testimony from the CMO and parent/guardian before approving placement in another state.

2.
When arranging an out-of-state placement, the CMO must submit, in triplicate, the following items to the MDHS Interstate Compact.

a.
Social study;

b.
Current progress report(s);

c.
Commitment order making youth a ward;

d.
Educational, psychological, medical/health related, police reports;

e.
Cover letter providing a summary of current situation, why this placement is sought versus placement in Michigan and specific concerns to be evaluated by receiving state;

f.
Complete DHS-4332 Placement Investigation and Supervision Request (Exhibit 600.17-A);
g.
Complete DHS-4333 Application for Compact Services (Exhibit 600.17-B);

h.
When approval for the ward to be placed out-of-state, complete DHS-3039 Report of Sending State upon Probationer Being Sent to Another State (Exhibit 600.17-C).
