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I. Policy
A.
The Care Management Organization (CMO) is responsible for screening and ensuring that all assigned juveniles, who meet the requirements listed in this policy, are registered for Sex Offender Registration. 

II. Definitions
None

III. Procedures
A.
The CMO is to inform all assigned juveniles, who are subject to the Sex Offender Registration Act, of their obligation to register.  The CMO or Provider is to assist the juvenile in obtaining and completing a Michigan State Police,  “Michigan Sex Offender Registration” form (Exhibit 700.5-A).  Instructions for completion are found on the form.  Registration is required for the following offenses:

1.
Accosting/Solicitation of Child for Immoral Purposes, MCL850.145 (a)(b);

2.
Child/Sexually Abusive Commercial Activity, MCL750145(c);

3.
Pandering, MCL750.455;

4.
Criminal Sexual Conduct, 1st Degree, MCL750.520(b);

5.
Criminal Sexual Conduct, 2nd Degree, MCL750.520 (c);

6.
Criminal Sexual Conduct, 3rd Degree, MCL750.520 (d);

7.
Criminal Sexual Conduct, 4th Degree, MCL750.520 (e);

8. Assault w/Intent to Commit Criminal Sexual Conduct MCL750.520(g);

9. A third or subsequent violation of any combination of the following:

a. Disorderly person, obscene conduct, MCL 750.167(1)(f);

b. Indecent exposure, MCL 750.355a;

c. A local ordinance substantially corresponding to either disorderly person, obscene conduct or indecent exposure.

10. Attempt or conspiracy to commit any of these listed offenses;
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11. Any offense substantially similar to any of these listed offenses under a law of the United States, any state, or any country.

B.
Although sex offender registration is the responsibility of the juvenile, the CMO or Provider is to take appropriate action to ensure that any juvenile required to register is informed of this obligation and assisted in completing the registration process.  Address changes of the juvenile should be updated until discharge from wardship.  The case record should include appropriate documentation that an eligible juvenile was properly notified.
