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I. Policy
A. Each CMO must develop and implement standard operating procedures to facilitate access to involuntary psychiatric hospitalization for juveniles exhibiting behaviors, which are dangerous to self and/or others or are unable to meet their basic needs due to mental illness.  References related to this policy include:

B.
Hospitalization may need to be considered if the juvenile:


1.
Threatens or tries to take their lives or hurt themselves or others;


2.
Sees or hears things (hallucinations);


3.
Has delusions – strongly believing in something that is not true;


4.
Has not eaten or slept in several days; 
5.
Has any symptom of mania or depression that significantly interferes with their life; or
6.
Verbalizes a plan or threat to harm self or others. (Youth has a suicidal ideation with no ability/willingness to commit to a safety plan; or caregiver to provide safe supervision while ideation is active.

C.
When there is a belief that a crisis hospitalization is necessary for a juvenile, the CMO and their provider agencies must have a plan in place for contacting the Crisis Centers for CMH services in the County where the juvenile is located (see Exhibit 700.20-A for Wayne County Resources).
D.
The CMO must involve the parent/guardian with for hospitalization planning for the juvenile.  Crisis hospitalizations may occur for juveniles in out-of home care without the parent/guardian immediate involvement.  

II. Definitions

III. Procedures
A. The CMO crisis intervention procedure, communication to management and requirement to follow through with crisis plan actions as defined by the CMO policy must be clearly understood and implemented as needed by all treatment staff. 

1.
The CMO must provide direction to staff regarding how to obtain a psychological or psychiatric evaluation for juveniles who are exhibiting dangerous behaviors due to mental illness. Where youth are SED eligible with a CMH agency, those agencies should be active in planning and evaluation as needed.  

2.
The policy must state which staff will be authorized to arrange for the crisis evaluation of juveniles for voluntary and involuntary hospitalization and how determination of the need for emergency involvement is defined as well as internal agency reporting criteria regarding incident reporting and follow up.

B. If the CMO believes that a juvenile is in mental health crisis that cannot be stabilized or monitored safely, they should immediately convey the juvenile to a CMH Crisis Center for evaluation for hospitalization. 
1.
If the youth is a community based youth, the parent/guardian must provide authorization for admission.  
2.
If the parent/guardian refuses to authorize admission once a youth is deemed eligible for admission, the court may need to provide a mental health hearing to determine if admission should be court approved.  

3.
The parent/guardians must be notified as soon as possible following admission.

C. If the CMO determines that there are emerging mental health needs that may require long term stabilization in a specialized juvenile mental health residential program, a referral may be made to the JAC for a psychiatric evaluation.  
1.
If the JAC evaluation recommends that the juvenile has immediate need for hospitalization due to severity of ideation or safety the juvenile should be taken to the CMH Crisis Center for confirmation on the need for hospitalization.  
2.
The JAC must not be the first choice for service if ideation and self harm potential are imminent.  The CMO must provide the most immediate and safe method to address youth with severe ideation and potential for self harm. 

D.
Parents/Guardians have the authority to consent to all psychiatric treatments for juveniles placed for care and supervision with the Wayne County Department of Children and Family Services (CAFS) and probationary juveniles, unless parental rights have been terminated, Michigan Children’s Institute (MCI) permanent State wards.  

1.
The DHS Foster Care worker assigned to the MCI case acts “in-loco parentis” and has the authority to consent for psychotropic medications.

2.
For juveniles placed with the CAFS, where the parent/guardian is either absent or fails to consent to necessary treatment, the CMO must petition the Family Division to obtain a Court Order.  The petitioning procedures are outlined in the Family Division Delinquency Case Management Rule B.30 (Exhibit 700.13-D).
E.
When seeking a Court Order, the CMO must provide documentation supporting the involuntary hospitalization of the juvenile to the Court.  The CMO must insure that the security, transportation and notification (including notification of release from the psychiatric facility) arrangements are clear and have been documented in the juvenile’s case record.

F.
When a juvenile is hospitalized for psychiatric reasons careful attention to the release plan of the hospital and that there is an appropriate treatment plan in place for the transition of the juvenile to the proper service intervention. 
1.
The use of detention as an emergency placement for juveniles with serious mental health needs must not occur.

G.
When a provider agency has facilitated an involuntary hospitalization, the parent/guardian and the CMO must be informed of the juvenile’s location as soon as possible.
