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I. Policy
All juveniles placed for care and supervision with the County and assigned to a CMO, shall have a Clothing Inventory Checklist completed by the JAC Intake Specialist within 14 days of acceptance. The CMO shall maintain each assigned juvenile with at least the amount of clothing specified for gender and age during the entire enrollment period of the juvenile with the CMO.

II. Definitions

III. Procedure
A. The JAC Intake Specialist shall inventory the juvenile’s clothing at the WCJDF (if applicable) and/ or juvenile’s home and complete the Clothing Inventory Checklist.

B. The JAC Intake Specialist shall include a copy of the Clothing Inventory Checklist in the Assessment Packet and review with the CMO/CM. 

C. If the juvenile’s inventoried clothing does not meet the minimum requirements stated on the checklist, it is the CMO’s responsibility to provide all additional required clothing, as well as maintain the juvenile’s clothing at the required level throughout his assignment to the CMO.
