Response to Treatment Plan
Other indicators of a positive response to the treatment plan include high level of participation in the treatment plan, achievement of treatment/program goals, and exhibition of positive behaviors in interaction with peers and staff as determined by the treatment team.

The reassessment score may be used as a simple indicator of adjustment in residential care.  Negative scores indicate positive adjustment and positive scores tend towards unsatisfactory response to treatment or behavior as a supervisory review document; it also shows what kind of behaviors are causing unsatisfactory evaluations.
