Risk Re-Assessment Scoring Guide – Community

RE1.
Age at First Adjudication

Use initial scoring from Risk Assessment Instrument – R3.

RE2.
Is either the Current Offense or Most Serious Prior Adjudication for a Robbery or Burglary Offense?


Use initial scoring from the Risk Assessment Instrument – R1.

RE3.
Youth has Exhibited Both Physically Assaultive and Verbally Aggressive Behavior. 


Use the initial scoring from Risk Assessment Instrument – R4.

RE4.
Youth was Placed on Probation by the Family Division Prior to Placement with CAFS.


Use initial scoring from Risk Assessment Instrument – R5.

RE5.
Police Arrests
This item is scored using current information, which reflect the juvenile’s arrests since the Initial Risk Assessment.  Do not count arrests that occurred before Initial Risk Assessment

RE6.
Program Adjustment
Evaluate the juvenile’s behavior since last Risk Assessment/Reassessment.  Major infractions include assaultive behavior, refusal to program, abide by needs and conditions of placement, etc.  Occasional horseplay or attention-getting behavior is considered a minor behavior problem.

RE7.
Escapes from Home or Community Based Placement
Count the number of escapes of 24 hours or greater.  If juvenile returns of own volition within 24 hours count in RE6 and not in this item.

RE8.
School or Employment Adjustment
Circle school or employment, which ever is being scored.  If a juvenile is in school and is employed at least half of the time, score whichever the juvenile is doing the best in.  Responses are either all school or all employment.  Do not mix responses.  Sanctioned is defined as expelled, long term suspension or drop out.

RE9.
Use of Alcohol or Other Drugs
If the juvenile self-reports drug or alcohol use, or has urinalysis results confirming such use, score “yes”.  Other document use, i.e., police reports should also receive a “yes’ coding.

RE10.
Peer Relationships
This category is scored based on the juvenile’s self-report, parental report, and case manager’s observation, or authoritative documentation.  Observations must be documented in case notes.  Scoring staff must insure that information used is current.
